	REQUEST & OUR RESPONSE: 
1. How much does your Trust pay your Hospital Managers for undertaking panel hearings?

OUR RESPONSE: Fees will be paid on a ‘sessional’ basis and Panel Members are expected to commit to a ‘session’ when confirming their availability. Panel Members will be entitled to claim £55 per session. The only exception to a sessional payment of £55 is the payment for an appraisal which will be fixed at £30. 

A session may comprise of a mix of any of the following:

• Team meeting and a training session to a maximum of four hours 

•  Full hearing and paper hearing/s to a maximum of four hours 

In practice the following combinations could apply within a single defined session (although this list may not be exhaustive and would be considered exceptional given the number of paper panel hearings available at any one time). 

Panel Members will not be expected to attend concurrent sessions.
