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	Within the Children’s Learning Disability Occupational Therapy Service, therapists do not use their sensory awareness, skills, and training to diagnose sensory processing disorders or carry out sensory integration specific treatment, for the person presenting with sensory differences, affecting their occupational functioning. 
The service will provide a range of strategies to help explore and understand the sensory aspect of their presenting difficulties and needs, to reduce the impact of those sensory differences on an individual’s participation of daily life.
Occupational therapists will:
•
offer a range of approaches when working with people with sensory differences, by providing functional, needs-led assessments, using relevant theoretical models and evidence-based practice.
•
Identify any limitations or barriers which are impacting on a person’s independence or participation.
•
work with the person, and/or their carer/family collaboratively to identify personal goals and wishes.
•
discuss and explore the risks and benefits of a sensory approach and any options regarding recommended assessments and interventions.
•
Discuss the assessment outcome and collaboratively agree treatment goals 
•
Deliver collaboratively agreed interventions in the most appropriate and accessible context for the person.
