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	REQUEST & OUR RESPONSE: 
1.How often do NHS SALT service visit Oaklands School Leicester? 

The Speech and Language Therapy Service works with children and young people on the caseload at home, in clinics and/or in schools according to their presenting needs. The frequency of appointments and visits to any special school will be determined by the needs of the caseload at any given time.  Therefore the service does not have a specified number of visits to Oaklands School.
 

2. What therapies does NHS SALT service offer/do during these visits to Oaklands School? 
Within all special schools including Oaklands School, the Speech and Language Therapy Service in Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland service offers: 

· Dynamic assessment of a child or young person’s speech, language and communication needs. 

· Modelling of activities and strategies to a child or young person’s familiar adults (e.g. class teacher/learning support assistant/communication lead) to allow for implementation across the week. 

· Time limited episodes of care to implement and improve more effective communication systems. This work will be based on a wide variety of therapy approaches used in Speech and Language Therapy practice for children with a range of complex learning and communication needs.

3. How often does the NHS OT service visit Oaklands School Leicester?
The Occupational Therapy Service visits a school if there is a child or young person on the caseload who attends the school and requires OT assessment or intervention specifically within the school setting. The frequency of this will be determined by the Occupational Therapist known to the child or young person and based on their presenting clinical needs. Therefore the service does not have

a specified number of visits to Oaklands School.


4. What therapies does the NHS OT service offer when visiting Oaklands School? 
The Occupational Therapy Service will offer OT assessment or intervention for the specific child or young person based on their clinical need. This may include support with; 
developmentally appropriate self-care and self-maintenance skills 
· physical participation/access to age-appropriate play opportunities 
· physical readiness for school 
· participation or access within the classroom and school environment 
· participation within the community 
· preparedness for adulthood, acquisition of adult orientated skills
