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NOTES TO THE ACCOUNTS


1. Accounting Policies


The Secretary of State for Health has directed that the financial statements of NHS trusts shall meet the 


accounting requirements of the NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts, which shall be agreed with HM 


Treasury. Consequently, the following financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the 


2010-11 NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts issued by the Department of Health.  The accounting policies 


contained in that manual follow International Financial Reporting Standards to the extent that they are 


meaningful and appropriate to the NHS, as determined by HM Treasury, which is advised by the 


Financial Reporting Advisory Board.  Where the NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts permits a choice of 


accounting policy, the accounting policy which is judged to be most appropriate to the particular 


circumstances of the trust for the purpose of giving a true and fair view has been selected.  The 


particular policies adopted by the trust are described below. They have been applied consistently in 


dealing with items considered material in relation to the accounts.  


1.1 Accounting convention


These accounts have been prepared under the historical cost convention modified to account for the 


revaluation of property, plant and equipment, intangible assets, inventories and certain financial assets 


and financial liabilities.


1.2 Acquisitions and discontinued operations


Activities are considered to be ‘acquired’ only if they are taken on from outside the public sector.  


Activities are considered to be ‘discontinued’ only if they cease entirely.  They are not considered to be 


‘discontinued’ if they transfer from one public sector body to another.


1.3 Care Trust designation


The Trust is not a designated Care Trust, therefore this note does not apply to Leicestershire Partnership 


NHS Trust.


1.4 Pooled Budgets


The Trust has no formal pooled budget arrangements under S75 of the NHS ACT 2006. From 1 April 


2007, however, responsibility for commissioning learning disability services was undertaken by the local 


authorities. On 1 April 2010 Leicestershire County Council and Rutland County Council transferred this 


responsibility back to NHS Leicestershire County & Rutland, and on 1 April 2011 Leicester City Council 


will transfer this responsibility back to NHS Leicester City. 


1.5 Critical accounting judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty 


In the application of the Trust’s accounting policies, management is required to make judgements, 


estimates and assumptions about the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities that are not readily 


apparent from other sources.  The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical 


experience and other factors that are considered to be relevant.  Actual results may differ from those 


estimates and the estimates and underlying assumptions are continually reviewed.  Revisions to 


accounting estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects 


only that period or in the period of the revision and future periods if the revision affects both current and 


future periods.


1.5.1 Critical judgements in applying accounting policies


The following are the critical judgements, apart from those involving estimations (see below) that 


management has made in the process of applying the Trust’s accounting policies and that have the most 


significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements.


Private Finance Initiative (PFI)


During the IFRS restatement process the Trust reviewed the details of its PFI contract and concluded 


that it fell with the scope of International Financial Reporting Interpretations Committee (IFRIC) 12: 


Service Concession Arrangements. This conclusion was based on the fact that the Trust controls and 


regulates the services that the asset provides, to whom it is provided to, and retains entitlement to the 


building at the end of the lease term. The PFI asset was brought onto the balance sheet at its opening 


valuation of £8,065,000 and is being depreciated over its useful life.
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


Local Improvement Finance Trust (LIFT)


During 2010/11 the Trust's LIFT asset was brought onto balance sheet at the present value of its minimum 


lease payments, and then impaired down to its fair value of £1,178,353. The Trust's occupies 22.9% of St 


Peters Health Centre and under the arrangements of IFRIC 12: Service Concession Arrangements, the Trust 


has recognised both the asset and liability on the balance sheet.


1.5.2 Key sources of estimation uncertainty 


The following are the key assumptions concerning the future, and other key sources of estimation uncertainty 


at the end of the reporting period, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying 


amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year


(i) Asset Valuation Indices


Under IAS 36 (impairment of assets) the Trust is required to assess at the end of each reporting period 


whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired. Information received from the District Valuer 


concludes that land valuations have remained the same as last year but building valuations have increased 


by 0.15%. The Trust has applied this increase to its assets, resulting in a valuation increase of  £95,720 in 


asset values as at 31st March 2011.


(ii) Towers Valuation


Due to the planned disposal of the Towers site in 2011/12 the District Valuer has provided an interim 


valuation of £7 million (based on the planning brief endorsed by the City Council). Non current assets held 


for sale are measured at the lower of carrying amount and fair value less costs to sell (£209,000), further 


reducing its value down to £6,791,000. This has resulted in an impairment charge of £10,804,000. When 


planning permission has been granted a final open market valuation of the site will be undertaken.


(iii) Depreciation


A change in the estimated useful life of one of the Trust's assets has been recognised. Depreciation rates 


have been applied from January 2011 to March 2014 to bring the asset down to its open market value. The 


planned disposal period for this asset is 2014/2015.


(iv) New Provisions


During the year the Trust has provided for new provisions totalling £2,186,000. These mainly relate to 


restructuring and PAYE liabilities recognised in 2010/11.


1.6 Revenue  


Revenue in respect of services provided is recognised when, and to the extent that, performance occurs, 


and is measured at the fair value of the consideration receivable.  The main source of revenue for the trust is 


from commissioners for healthcare services. 


Where income is received for a specific activity that is to be delivered in the following year, that income is 


deferred.


1.7 Employee Benefits


Short-term employee benefits


Salaries, wages and employment-related payments are recognised in the period in which the service is 


received from employees. 


The cost of leave earned but not taken by employees at the end of the period is recognised in the financial 


statements to the extent that employees are permitted to carry forward leave into the following period.
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


Retirement benefit costs


Past and present employees are covered by the provisions of the NHS Pensions Scheme.  The scheme is 


an unfunded, defined benefit scheme that covers NHS employers, General Practices and other bodies, 


allowed under the direction of the Secretary of State, in England and Wales. The scheme is not designed to 


be run in a way that would enable NHS bodies to identify their share of the underlying scheme assets and 


liabilities. Therefore, the scheme is accounted for as if it were a defined contribution scheme: the cost to the 


NHS body of participating in the scheme is taken as equal to the contributions payable to the scheme for the 


accounting period.  


For early retirements other than those due to ill health the additional pension liabilities are not funded by the 


scheme. The full amount of the liability for the additional costs is charged to expenditure at the time the Trust 


commits itself to the retirement, regardless of the method of payment.


1.8 Other expenses


Other operating expenses are recognised when, and to the extent that, the goods or services have been 


received. They are measured at the fair value of the consideration payable.


1.9 Property, plant and equipment


Recognition


Property, plant and equipment is capitalised if:


● it is held for use in delivering services or for administrative purposes;


● it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to, or service potential will be supplied to, the trust;


● it is expected to be used for more than one financial year;


● the cost of the item can be measured reliably; and


● the item has cost of at least £5,000; or


● Collectively, a number of items have a cost of at least £5,000 and individually have a cost of more than 


£250, where the assets are functionally interdependent, they had broadly simultaneous purchase dates, are 


anticipated to have simultaneous disposal dates and are under single managerial control; or


● Items form part of the initial equipping and setting-up cost of a new building, ward or unit, irrespective of 


their individual or collective cost.


Where a large asset, for example a building, includes a number of components with significantly different 


asset lives, the components are treated as separate assets and depreciated over their own useful economic 


lives.


Valuation


All property, plant and equipment are measured initially at cost, representing the cost directly attributable to 


acquiring or constructing the asset and bringing it to the location and condition necessary for it to be capable 


of operating in the manner intended by management.  All assets are measured subsequently at fair value.


Land and buildings used for the trust’s services or for administrative purposes are stated in the statement of 


financial position at their revalued amounts, being the fair value at the date of revaluation less any 


subsequent accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.  Revaluations are performed with sufficient 


regularity to ensure that carrying amounts are not materially different from those that would be determined at 


the end of the reporting period.  Fair values are determined as follows


● Land and non-specialised buildings – market value for existing use


● Specialised buildings – depreciated replacement cost
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


Until 31 March 2008, the depreciated replacement cost of specialised buildings has been estimated for an 


exact replacement of the asset in its present location.  HM Treasury has adopted a standard approach to 


depreciated replacement cost valuations based on modern equivalent assets and, where it would meet the 


location requirements of the service being provided, an alternative site can be valued.  


Properties in the course of construction for service or administration purposes are carried at cost, less any 


impairment loss.  Cost includes professional fees but not borrowing costs, which are recognised as expenses 


immediately, as allowed by IAS 23 for assets held at fair value.  Assets are revalued and depreciation 


commences when they are brought into use.


Until 31 March 2008, fixtures and equipment were carried at replacement cost, as assessed by indexation 


and  depreciation of historic cost.  From 1 April 2008 indexation has ceased.  The carrying value of existing 


assets at that date will be written off over their remaining useful lives and new fixtures and equipment are 


carried at depreciated historic cost as this is not considered to be materially different from fair value. 


An increase arising on revaluation is taken to the revaluation reserve except when it reverses an impairment 


for the same asset previously recognised in expenditure, in which case it is credited to expenditure to the 


extent of the decrease previously charged there.  A revaluation decrease that does not result from a loss of 


economic value or service potential is recognised as an impairment charged to the revaluation reserve to the 


extent that there is a balance on the reserve for the asset and, thereafter, to expenditure.  From 1st April 


2010 impairment losses that arise from a clear consumption of economic benefit should be taken to 


expenditure. This is a change in accounting policy from previous years where all impairments were taken to 


the revaluation reserve to the extent that a balance was held for that asset and thereafter to expenditure. 


Gains and losses recognised in the revaluation reserve are reported as other comprehensive income in the 


Statement of Comprehensive Income.


Subsequent expenditure


Where subsequent expenditure enhances an asset beyond its original specification, the directly attributable 


cost is capitalised.  Where subsequent expenditure restores the asset to its original specification, the 


expenditure is capitalised and any existing carrying value of the item replaced is written-out and charged to 


operating expenses.


1.10 Intangible assets


Recognition


Intangible assets are non-monetary assets without physical substance, which are capable of sale separately 


from the rest of the trust’s business or which arise from contractual or other legal rights.  They are recognised 


only when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to, or service potential be provided to, the 


trust; where the cost of the asset can be measured reliably, and where the cost is at least £5000.  


Intangible assets acquired separately are initially recognised at fair value.  Software that is integral to the 


operating of hardware, for example an operating system, is capitalised as part of the relevant item of 


property, plant and equipment.  Software that is not integral to the operation of hardware, for example 


application software, is capitalised as an intangible asset.  Expenditure on research is not capitalised: it is 


recognised as an operating expense in the period in which it is incurred.  Internally-generated assets are 


recognised if, and only if, all of the following have been demonstrated:


● the technical feasibility of completing the intangible asset so that it will be available for use


● the intention to complete the intangible asset and use it
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


● the ability to sell or use the intangible asset


● how the intangible asset will generate probable future economic benefits or service potential


● the availability of adequate technical, financial and other resources to complete the intangible asset and 


sell or use it


● the ability to measure reliably the expenditure attributable to the intangible asset during its development


Measurement


The amount initially recognised for internally-generated intangible assets is the sum of the expenditure 


incurred from the date when the criteria above are initially met.  Where no internally-generated intangible 


asset can be recognised, the expenditure is recognised in the period in which it is incurred.


Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at fair value by reference to an active market, or, 


where no active market exists, at amortised replacement cost (modern equivalent assets basis), indexed for 


relevant price increases, as a proxy for fair value.  Internally-developed software is held at historic cost to 


reflect the opposing effects of increases in development costs and technological advances.  


1.11 Depreciation, amortisation and impairments


Except for land included within LIFT arrangements (where the purchase option is not available at the end of 


the lease term) freehold land, properties under construction, and assets held for sale are not depreciated.


Otherwise, depreciation and amortisation are charged to write off the costs or valuation of property, plant and 


equipment and intangible non-current assets, less any residual value, over their estimated useful lives, in a 


manner that reflects the consumption of economic benefits or service potential of the assets.  The estimated 


useful life of an asset is the period over which the Trust expects to obtain economic benefits or service 


potential from the asset. This is specific to the Trust and may be shorter than the physical life of the asset 


itself. Estimated useful lives and residual values are reviewed each year end, with the effect of any changes 


recognised on a prospective basis.  Assets held under finance leases are depreciated over their estimated 


useful lives 


At each reporting period end, the trust checks whether there is any indication that any of its tangible or 


intangible non-current assets have suffered an impairment loss.  If there is indication of an impairment loss, 


the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated to determine whether there has been a loss and, if so, its 


amount.  Intangible assets not yet available for use are tested for impairment annually.  


 A revaluation decrease that does not result from a loss of economic value or service potential is recognised 


as an impairment charged to the revaluation reserve to the extent that there is a balance on the reserve for 


the asset and, thereafter, to expenditure.  Impairment losses that arise from a clear consumption of 


economic benefit should be taken to expenditure. This is a change in accounting policy from previous years 


where all impairments were taken to the revaluation reserve to the extent that a balance was held for that 


asset and thereafter to expenditure.  Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount 


of the asset is increased to the revised estimate of the recoverable amount but capped at the amount that 


would have been determined had there been no initial impairment loss.  The reversal of the impairment loss 


is credited to expenditure to the extent of the decrease previously charged there and thereafter to the 


revaluation reserve.


1.12 Donated assets
Donated non-current assets are capitalised at their fair value on receipt, with a matching credit to the 


donated asset reserve.  They are valued, depreciated and impaired as described above for purchased 


assets.  Gains and losses on revaluations and impairments are taken to the donated asset reserve and, 


each year, an amount equal to the depreciation charge on the asset is released from the donated asset 


reserve to offset the expenditure.  On sale of donated assets, the net book value is transferred from the 


donated asset reserve to retained earnings.


1.13 Government grants 


Government grants are grants from government bodies other than revenue from NHS bodies for the 


provision of services.  Revenue grants are treated as deferred income initially and credited to income to 


match the expenditure to which they relate.  Capital grants are credited to the government grant reserve and 


released to operating revenue over the life of the asset in a manner consistent with the depreciation and 


impairment charges for that asset.  Assets purchased from government grants are valued, depreciated and 


impaired as described above for purchased assets.  Gains and losses on revaluations and impairments are 


taken to the government grant reserve and, each year, an amount equal to the depreciation charge on the 


asset is released from the government grant reserve to the offset the expenditure.  
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


1.14 Non-current assets held for sale


Non-current assets are classified as held for sale if their carrying amount will be recovered principally through 


a sale transaction rather than through continuing use.  This condition is regarded as met when the sale is 


highly probable, the asset is available for immediate sale in its present condition and management is 


committed to the sale, which is expected to qualify for recognition as a completed sale within one year from 


the date of classification.  Non-current assets held for sale are measured at the lower of their previous 


carrying amount and fair value less costs to sell.  Fair value is open market value including alternative uses.


The profit or loss arising on disposal of an asset is the difference between the sale proceeds and the carrying 


amount and is recognised in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.  On disposal, the balance for the 


asset on the revaluation reserve is transferred to retained earnings. For donated and government-granted 


assets, a transfer is made to or from the relevant reserve to the profit/loss on disposal account so that no 


profit or loss is recognised in income or expenses. The remaining surplus or deficit in the donated asset or 


government grant reserve is then transferred to retained earnings. 


Property, plant and equipment that is to be scrapped or demolished does not qualify for recognition as held 


for sale.  Instead, it is retained as an operational asset and its economic life is adjusted.  The asset is de-


recognised when it is scrapped or demolished.


1.15 Leases


Leases are classified as finance leases when substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership are 


transferred to the lessee.  All other leases are classified as operating leases.


The trust as lessee


Property, plant and equipment held under finance leases are initially recognised, at the inception of the lease, 


at fair value or, if lower, at the present value of the minimum lease payments, with a matching liability for the 


lease obligation to the lessor.  Lease payments are apportioned between finance charges and reduction of 


the lease obligation so as to achieve a constant rate on interest on the remaining balance of the liability.  


Finance charges are recognised in calculating the trust’s surplus/deficit.


Operating lease payments are recognised as an expense on a straight-line basis over the lease term.  Lease 


incentives are recognised initially as a liability and subsequently as a reduction of rentals on a straight-line 


basis over the lease term.


Contingent rentals are recognised as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.


Where a lease is for land and buildings, the land and building components are separated and individually 


assessed as to whether they are operating or finance leases. This is a change in accounting policy from 


previous years where leased land was always treated as an operating lease. 


The trust as lessor


Amounts due from lessees under finance leases are recorded as receivables at the amount of the trust’s net 


investment in the leases.  Finance lease income is allocated to accounting periods so as to reflect a constant 


periodic rate of return on the trust’s net investment outstanding in respect of the leases.


Rental income from operating leases is recognised on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease.  Initial 


direct costs incurred in negotiating and arranging an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the 


leased asset and recognised on a straight-line basis over the lease term.


1.16 Private Finance Initiative (PFI) transactions


HM Treasury has determined that government bodies shall account for infrastructure PFI schemes where the 


government body controls the use of the infrastructure and the residual interest in the infrastructure at the 


end of the arrangement as service concession arrangements, following the principles of the requirements of 


IFRIC 12. The Trust therefore recognises the PFI asset as an item of property, plant and equipment together 


with a liability to pay for it. The services received under the contract are recorded as operating expenses.
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


The annual unitary payment is separated into the following component parts, using appropriate estimation 


techniques where necessary:


a)      Payment for the fair value of services received;


b)      Payment for the PFI asset, including finance costs; and


c)       Payment for the replacement of components of the asset during the contract ‘lifecycle replacement’.


Services received


The fair value of services received in the year is recorded under the relevant expenditure headings within 


‘operating expenses’.


PFI Asset


The PFI assets are recognised as property, plant and equipment, when they come into use. The assets are 


measured initially at fair value in accordance with the principles of IAS 17. Subsequently, the assets are 


measured at fair value, which is kept up to date in accordance with the Trust’s approach for each relevant 


class of asset in accordance with the principles of IAS 16.


PFI liability


A PFI liability is recognised at the same time as the PFI assets are recognised. It is measured initially at the 


same amount as the fair value of the PFI assets and is subsequently measured as a finance lease liability in 


accordance with IAS 17. 


An annual finance cost is calculated by applying the implicit interest rate in the lease to the opening lease 


liability for the period, and is charged to ‘Finance Costs’ within the Statement of Comprehensive Income. 


The element of the annual unitary payment that is allocated as a finance lease rental is applied to meet the 


annual finance cost and to repay the lease liability over the contract term. 


An element of the annual unitary payment increase due to cumulative indexation is allocated to the finance 


lease. In accordance with IAS 17, this amount is not included in the minimum lease payments, but is instead 


treated as contingent rent and is expensed as incurred. In substance, this amount is a finance cost in respect 


of the liability and the expense is presented as a contingent finance cost in the Statement of Comprehensive 


Income.


Lifecycle replacement


Components of the asset replaced by the operator during the contract (‘lifecycle replacement’) are 


capitalised where they meet the Trust’s criteria for capital expenditure. They are capitalised at the time they 


are provided by the operator and are measured initially at their fair value.


The element of the annual unitary payment allocated to lifecycle replacement is pre-determined for each year 


of the contract from the operator’s planned programme of lifecycle replacement. Where the lifecycle 


component is provided earlier or later than expected, a short-term finance lease liability or prepayment is 


recognised respectively. 


Where the fair value of the lifecycle component is less than the amount determined in the contract, the 


difference is recognised as an expense when the replacement is provided. If the fair value is greater than the 


amount determined in the contract, the difference is treated as a ‘free’ asset and a deferred income balance 


is recognised. The deferred income is released to the operating income over the shorter of the remaining 


contract period or the useful economic life of the replacement component.


Assets contributed by the Trust to the operator for use in the scheme


Assets contributed for use in the scheme continue to be recognised as items of property, plant and 


equipment in the Trust’s Statement of Financial Position.


Other assets contributed by the Trust to the operator


Assets contributed (e.g. cash payments, surplus property) by the trust to the operator before the asset is 


brought into use, which are intended to defray the operator’s capital costs, are recognised initially as 


prepayments during the construction phase of the contract. Subsequently, when the asset is made available 


to the Trust, the prepayment is treated as an initial payment towards the finance lease liability and is set 


against the carrying value of the liability.
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


1.17 Inventories


Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value .This is considered to be a reasonable 


approximation to fair value due to the high turnover of stocks.  


1.18 Cash and cash equivalents


Cash is cash in hand and deposits with any financial institution repayable without penalty on notice of not 


more than 24 hours.  Cash equivalents are investments that mature in 3 months or less from the date of 


acquisition and that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash with insignificant risk of change in 


value.  


In the Statement of Cash Flows, cash and cash equivalents are shown net of bank overdrafts that are 


repayable on demand and that form an integral part of the Trust’s cash management.


1.19 Provisions


Provisions are recognised when the Trust has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of a past 


event, it is probable that the Trust will be required to settle the obligation, and a reliable estimate can be 


made of the amount of the obligation.  The amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the 


expenditure required to settle the obligation at the end of the reporting period, taking into account the risks 


and uncertainties.  Where a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to settle the obligation, its 


carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows using HM Treasury’s discount rate of 2.2% in real 


terms. Early retirement and injury benefit provisions are discounted at the pensions rate rather than the 


general provision rate. Treasury has set a discount rate of 2.9% for pension liabilities.


When some or all of the economic benefits required to settle a provision are expected to be recovered from 


a third party, the receivable is recognised as an asset if it is virtually certain that reimbursements will be 


received and the amount of the receivable can be measured reliably.


Present obligations arising under onerous contracts are recognised and measured as a provision.  An 


onerous contract is considered to exist where the Trust has a contract under which the unavoidable costs of 


meeting the obligations under the contract exceed the economic benefits expected to be received under it.


A restructuring provision is recognised when the Trust has developed a detailed formal plan for the 


restructuring and has raised a valid expectation in those affected that it will carry out the restructuring by 


starting to implement the plan or announcing its main features to those affected by it.  The measurement of a 


restructuring provision includes only the direct expenditures arising from the restructuring, which are those 


amounts that are both necessarily entailed by the restructuring and not associated with ongoing activities of 


the entity.


1.20 Clinical negligence costs


The NHS Litigation Authority (NHSLA) operates a risk pooling scheme under which the trust pays an annual 


contribution to the NHSLA which in return settles all clinical negligence claims.  The contribution is charged 


to expenditure.  Although the NHSLA is administratively responsible for all clinical negligence cases the legal 


liability remains with the trust.  The total value of clinical negligence provisions carried by the NHSLA on 


behalf of the trust is disclosed at note 35. 


1.21 Non-clinical risk pooling


The Trust participates in the Property Expenses Scheme and the Liabilities to Third Parties Scheme.  Both 


are risk pooling schemes under which the trust pays an annual contribution to the NHS Litigation Authority 


and, in return, receives assistance with the costs of claims arising.  The annual membership contributions, 


and any excesses payable in respect of particular claims are charged to operating expenses as and when 


they become due.


1.22 EU Emissions Trading Scheme


EU Emission Trading Scheme allowances are accounted for as government grant funded intangible assets if 


they are not expected to be realised within twelve months, and otherwise as other current assets.  They are 


valued at open market value. As the NHS body makes emissions, a provision is recognised with an offsetting 


transfer from the government grant reserve.  The provision is settled on surrender of the allowances. The 


asset, provision and government grant reserve are valued at fair value at the end of the reporting period.


1.23 Contingencies


A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arises from past events and whose existence will be 


confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within 


the control of the trust, or a present obligation that is not recognised because it is not probable that a 


payment will be required to settle the obligation or the amount of the obligation cannot be measured 


sufficiently reliably.  A contingent liability is disclosed unless the possibility of a payment is remote. 
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


A contingent asset is a possible asset that arises from past events and whose existence will be confirmed 


by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of 


the trust.  A contingent asset is disclosed where an inflow of economic benefits is probable.  


Where the time value of money is material, contingencies are disclosed at their present value.


1.24 Financial assets 


Financial assets are recognised when the Trust becomes party to the financial instrument contract or, in the 


case of trade receivables, when the goods or services have been delivered.  Financial assets are 


derecognised when the contractual rights have expired or the asset has been transferred.


Financial assets are initially recognised at fair value.  


Financial assets are classified into the following categories: financial assets at fair value through profit and 


loss; held to maturity investments; available for sale financial assets, and loans and receivables.  The 


classification depends on the nature and purpose of the financial assets and is determined at the time of 


initial recognition.


Financial assets at fair value through profit and loss


Embedded derivatives that have different risks and characteristics to their host contracts, and contracts with 


embedded derivatives whose separate value cannot be ascertained, are treated as financial assets at fair 


value through profit and loss.  They are held at fair value, with any resultant gain or loss recognised in 


calculating the trust’s surplus or deficit for the year.  The net gain or loss incorporates any interest earned 


on the financial asset. 


Held to maturity investments


Held to maturity investments are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments and 


fixed maturity, and there is a positive intention and ability to hold to maturity.  After initial recognition, they 


are held at amortised cost using the effective interest method, less any impairment.  Interest is recognised 


using the effective interest method.


Available for sale financial assets


Available for sale financial assets are non-derivative financial assets that are designated as available for 


sale or that do not fall within any of the other three financial asset classifications.  They are measured at fair 


value with changes in value taken to the revaluation reserve, with the exception of impairment losses.  


Accumulated gains or losses are recycled to surplus/deficit on de-recognition. 


Loans and receivables


Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments which are 


not quoted in an active market.  After initial recognition, they are measured at amortised cost using the 


effective interest method, less any impairment.  Interest is recognised using the effective interest method.
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1.25 Financial liabilities  


Financial liabilities are recognised on the statement of financial position when the trust becomes party to the 


contractual provisions of the financial instrument or, in the case of trade payables, when the goods or 


services have been received.  Financial liabilities are de-recognised when the liability has been discharged, 


that is, the liability has been paid or has expired.


Loans from the Department of Health are recognised at historical cost.  Otherwise, financial liabilities are 


initially recognised at fair value.


Financial guarantee contract liabilities


Financial guarantee contract liabilities are subsequently measured at the higher of:


●The premium received (or imputed) for entering into the guarantee less cumulative amortisation.


The amount of the obligation under the contract, as determined in accordance with IAS 37 Provisions, 


Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets ; and


Financial liabilities at fair value through profit and loss


Embedded derivatives that have different risks and characteristics to their host contracts, and contracts with 


embedded derivatives whose separate value cannot be ascertained, are treated as financial liabilities at fair 


value through profit and loss.  They are held at fair value, with any resultant gain or loss recognised in the 


trust’s surplus/deficit.  The net gain or loss incorporates any interest payable on the financial liability.


Other financial liabilities


After initial recognition, all other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective 


interest method, except for loans from Department of Health, which are carried at historic cost.  The 


effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments through the life of 


the asset, to the net carrying amount of the financial liability.  Interest is recognised using the effective 


interest method.


1.26 Value Added Tax


Most of the activities of the trust are outside the scope of VAT and, in general, output tax does not apply and 


input tax on purchases is not recoverable.  Irrecoverable VAT is charged to the relevant expenditure 


category or included in the capitalised purchase cost of fixed assets.  Where output tax is charged or input 


VAT is recoverable, the amounts are stated net of VAT.


1.27 Foreign currencies


The Trust's functional currency and presentational currency is sterling.  Transactions denominated in a 


foreign currency are translated into sterling at the exchange rate ruling on the dates of the transactions.  At 


the end of the reporting period, monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are retranslated at the 


spot exchange rate on 31 March.  Resulting exchange gains and losses for either of these are recognised in 


the trust’s surplus/deficit in the period in which they arise.


1.28 Third party assets


Assets belonging to third parties (such as money held on behalf of patients) are not recognised in the 


accounts since the trust has no beneficial interest in them.  Details of third party assets are given in Note 41 


to the accounts.
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1.29 Public Dividend Capital (PDC) and PDC dividend


Public dividend capital represents taxpayers’ equity in the NHS trust.  At any time the Secretary of State 


can issue new PDC to, and require repayments of PDC from, the trust.  PDC is recorded at the value 


received.  As PDC is issued under legislation rather than under contract, it is not treated as an equity 


financial instrument.


An annual charge, reflecting the cost of capital utilised by the trust, is payable to the Department of Health 


as public dividend capital dividend.  The charge is calculated at the real rate set by HM Treasury (currently 


3.5%) on the average carrying amount of all assets less liabilities, except for donated assets and cash 


balances with the Office of the Paymaster General.  The average carrying amount of assets is calculated as 


a simple average of opening and closing relevant net assets.  Prior to 2009/10 the PDC dividend was 


determined using forecast average relevant net assets and a note to the accounts discloses the rate that 


the dividend represents as a percentage of the actual average carrying amount of assets less liabilities in 


the year. From 1 April 2009, the dividend payable is based on the actual average relevant net assets for the 


year instead of forecast amounts.


1.30 Losses and Special Payments


Losses and special payments are items that Parliament would not have contemplated when it agreed funds 


for the health service or passed legislation.  By their nature they are items that ideally should not arise.  


They are therefore subject to special control procedures compared with the generality of payments.  They 


are divided into different categories, which govern the way that individual cases are handled.


Losses and special payments are charged to the relevant functional headings in expenditure on an accruals 


basis, including losses which would have been made good through insurance cover had NHS trusts not 


been bearing their own risks (with insurance premiums then being included as normal revenue 


expenditure).


1.31 Subsidiaries


Material entities over which the Trust has the power to exercise control so as to obtain economic or other 


benefits are classified as subsidiaries and are consolidated. The Trust does not have any subsidiaries.


For 2009-10 and 2010-11 in accordance with the directed accounting policy from the Secretary of State, the 


Trust does not consolidate the NHS charitable funds for which it is the corporate trustee.


1.32 Associates


Material entities over which the Trust has the power to exercise significant influence so as to obtain 


economic or other benefits are classified as associates and are recognised in the Trust’s accounts using 


the equity method. The Trust does not have any associates.


1.33 Joint ventures


Material entities over which the Trust has joint control with one or more other parties so as to obtain 


economic or other benefits are classified as joint ventures. The Trust has not entered into any joint venture 


arrangements.


1.34 Joint operations


Joint operations are activities undertaken by the Trust in conjunction with one or more other parties but 


which are not performed through a separate entity. The Trust records its share of the income and 


expenditure; gains and losses; assets and liabilities; and cashflows.


1.35 Research and Development


Research and development expenditure is charged against income in the year in which it is incurred, except 


insofar as development expenditure relates to a clearly defined project and the benefits of it can reasonably 


be regarded as assured.  Expenditure so deferred is limited to the value of future benefits expected and is 


amortised through the Operating Cost Statement on a systematic basis over the period expected to benefit 


from the project. It should be revalued on the basis of current cost. The amortisation is calculated on the 


same basis as depreciation, on a quarterly basis.


1.36 Accounting Standards issued but not yet adopted.


Neither the Treasury FReM nor the Department of Health’s Manual for Accounts requires the following

The Trust has no formal pooled budget arrangements under S75 of the NHS ACT 2006. From 1 April 2007, however, 


responsibility for commissioning learning disability services was undertaken by the local authorities. On 1 April 2010 


Leicestershire County Council and Rutland County Council transferred this responsibility back to NHS Leicestershire 


County & Rutland, and on 1 April 2011 Leicester City Council will transfer this responsibility back to NHS Leicester City. 


The Trust is the host organisation for East Midlands Internal Audit Services (EMIAS). EMIAS is not reported separately as it is too 


small to be a segment.


The Trust received income totalling £119,886,000 from Primary Care Trusts (£113,724,000 related to revenue from patient care 


activities and £6,162,000 related to other operating revenue). This is the only single customer where income from transactions 


amounted to 10% or more of total income. (Because PCTs are under common control they are classed as a single customer for 


this purpose).

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11. Pension costs


Past and present employees are covered by the provisions of the NHS Pensions Scheme.  Details of the benefits payable under these 


provisions can be found on the NHS Pensions website at www.nhsbsa.nhs.uk/pensions.  The scheme is an unfunded, defined benefit 


scheme that covers NHS employers, GP practices and other bodies, allowed under the direction of the Secretary of State, in England 


and Wales. The scheme is not designed to be run in a way that would enable NHS bodies to identify their share of the underlying 


scheme assets and liabilities. Therefore, the scheme is accounted for as if it were a defined contribution scheme: the cost to the NHS 


Body of participating in the scheme is taken as equal to the contributions payable to the scheme for the accounting period.  


The scheme is subject to a full actuarial valuation every four years (until 2004, every five years) and an accounting valuation every year.  


An outline of these follows:


a) Full actuarial (funding) valuation


The purpose of this valuation is to assess the level of liability in respect of the benefits due under the scheme (taking into account its 


recent demographic experience), and to recommend the contribution rates to be paid by employers and scheme members. The last 


such valuation, which determined current contribution rates was undertaken as at 31 March 2004 and covered the period from 1 April 


1999 to that date. The conclusion from the 2004 valuation was that the scheme had accumulated a notional deficit of £3.3 billion against 


the notional assets as at 31 March 2004.


In order to defray the costs of benefits, employers pay contributions at 14% of pensionable pay and most employees had up to April 


2008 paid 6%, with manual staff paying 5%.


Following the full actuarial review by the Government Actuary undertaken as at 31 March 2004, and after consideration of changes to 


the NHS Pension Scheme taking effect from 1 April 2008, his Valuation report recommended that employer contributions could continue 


at the existing rate of 14% of pensionable pay, from 1 April 2008, following the introduction of employee contributions on a tiered scale 


from 5% up to 8.5% of their pensionable pay depending on total earnings.


On advice from the scheme actuary, scheme contributions may be varied from time to time to reflect changes in the scheme’s liabilities.


b) Accounting valuation


A valuation of the scheme liability is carried out annually by the scheme actuary as at the end of the reporting period by updating the 


results of the full actuarial valuation.


Between the full actuarial valuations at a two-year midpoint, a full and detailed member data-set is provided to the scheme actuary. At 


this point the assumptions regarding the composition of the scheme membership are updated to allow the scheme liability to be valued. 


The valuation of the scheme liability as at 31 March 2011, is based on detailed membership data as at 31 March 2008 (the latest 


midpoint) updated to 31 March 2011 with summary global member and accounting data.


The latest assessment of the liabilities of the scheme is contained in the scheme actuary report, which forms part of the annual NHS 


Pension Scheme (England and Wales) Resource Account, published annually.  These accounts can be viewed on the NHS Pensions 


website.  Copies can also be obtained from The Stationery Office.


c) Scheme provisions 


The NHS Pension Scheme provided defined benefits, which are summarised below. This list is an illustrative guide only, and is not 


intended to detail all the benefits provided by the Scheme or the specific conditions that must be met before these benefits can be 


obtained:


The Scheme is a “final salary” scheme. Annual pensions are normally based on 1/80th for the 1995 section and of the best of the last 


three years pensionable pay for each year of service, and 1/60th for the 2008 section of reckonable pay per year of membership. 


Members who are practitioners as defined by the Scheme Regulations have their annual pensions based upon total pensionable 


earnings over the relevant pensionable service.


With effect from 1 April 2008 members can choose to give up some of their annual pension for an additional tax free lump sum, up to a 


maximum amount permitted under HMRC rules. This new provision is known as “pension commutation”.


Annual increases are applied to pension payments at rates defined by the Pensions (Increase) Act 1971, and are based on changes in 


retail prices in the twelve months ending 30 September in the previous calendar year.


Early payment of a pension, with enhancement, is available to members of the scheme who are permanently incapable of fulfilling their 


duties effectively through illness or infirmity.  A death gratuity of twice final year’s pensionable pay for death in service, and five times 


their annual pension for death after retirement is payable


For early retirements other than those due to ill health the additional pension liabilities are not funded by the scheme. The full amount of 


the liability for the additional costs is charged to the statement of comprehensive income at the time the trust commits itself to the 


retirement, regardless of the method of payment.


Members can purchase additional service in the NHS Scheme and contribute to money purchase AVC’s run by the Scheme’s approved 


providers or by other Free Standing Additional Voluntary Contributions (FSAVC) providers.

The Unitary charge is linked to the Retail Price Index (RPI) and as such


the charge should only alter with rises in RPI.

37.3  Financial risk management


Financial reporting standard IFRS 7 requires disclosure of the role that financial instruments have had during 


the period in creating or changing the risks a body faces in undertaking its activities.  Because of the 


continuing service provider relationship that the NHS trust has with primary care trusts and the way those 


primary care trusts are financed, the NHS trust is not exposed to the degree of financial risk faced by 


business entities.  Also financial instruments play a much more limited role in creating or changing risk than 


would be typical of listed companies, to which the financial reporting standards mainly apply.  The NHS trust 


has limited powers to borrow or invest surplus funds and financial assets and liabilities are generated by day-


to-day operational activities rather than being held to change the risks facing the NHS trust in undertaking its 


activities.


The trust’s treasury management operations are carried out by the finance department, within parameters 


defined formally within the trust’s standing financial instructions and policies agreed by the board of 


directors.  Trust treasury activity is subject to review by the trust’s internal auditors.


Currency risk


The trust is principally a domestic organisation with the great majority of transactions, assets and liabilities 


being in the UK and sterling based.  The trust has no overseas operations.  The trust therefore has low 


exposure to currency rate fluctuations.


Interest rate risk


The trust borrows from government for capital expenditure, subject to affordability as confirmed by the 


strategic health authority.  The borrowings are for 1 – 25 years, in line with the life of the associated assets, 


and interest is charged at the National Loans Fund rate, fixed for the life of the loan.  The trust therefore has 


low exposure to interest rate fluctuations.


Credit risk


Because the majority of the trust’s income comes from contracts with other public sector bodies, the trust 


has low exposure to credit risk.  The maximum exposures as at 31 March 2011 are in receivables from 


customers, as disclosed in the trade and other receivables note.


Liquidity risk


The trust’s operating costs are incurred under contracts with primary care trusts, which are financed from 


resources voted annually by Parliament .  The trust funds its capital expenditure from funds obtained within 


its prudential borrowing limit.  The trust is not, therefore, exposed to significant liquidity risks.


38.  Events after the reporting period


(1) From 1st April 2011 the Trust will be transferring in community based provider services, previously 


managed by Primary Care Trusts, resulting in an estimated increase in gross income of circa £122 million. 


(2) In Note 26: Non Current Assets Held for Sale, the Towers hospital site has been declared surplus with a 


highly probable sale of the site within 12 months. The site has been formally valued by the District Valuer 


and is being held at fair value less costs to sell (£6.791 million).


(3) The Trust Board approved the University Hospitals of Leicester NHS Trust (UHL) land swap transaction 


during 2010/11, however UHL's Trust Board did not approve this until April 2011 resulting in the transaction 


being activated in 2011/12. The land value to be exchanged is circa £19 million.


(4) The Trust is aiming to reactivate its Foundation Trust application with Monitor during 2012.

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NOTES TO THE ACCOUNTS


1. Accounting Policies


The Secretary of State for Health has directed that the financial statements of NHS trusts shall meet the 


accounting requirements of the NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts, which shall be agreed with HM 


Treasury. Consequently, the following financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the 


2011-12 NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts issued by the Department of Health.  The accounting policies 


contained in that manual follow International Financial Reporting Standards to the extent that they are 


meaningful and appropriate to the NHS, as determined by HM Treasury, which is advised by the 


Financial Reporting Advisory Board.  Where the NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts permits a choice of 


accounting policy, the accounting policy which is judged to be most appropriate to the particular 


circumstances of the trust for the purpose of giving a true and fair view has been selected.  The 


particular policies adopted by the trust are described below. They have been applied consistently in 


dealing with items considered material in relation to the accounts.  


1.1 Accounting convention


These accounts have been prepared under the historical cost convention modified to account for the 


revaluation of property, plant and equipment, intangible assets, inventories and certain financial assets 


and financial liabilities.


1.2 Acquisitions and discontinued operations


Activities are considered to be ‘acquired’ only if they are taken on from outside the public sector.  


Activities are considered to be ‘discontinued’ only if they cease entirely.  They are not considered to be 


‘discontinued’ if they transfer from one public sector body to another.


1.3 Transforming Community Services (TCS) transactions


Under the TCS initiative, services historically provided by PCTs have transferred to other providers - 


notably NHS Trusts and NHS Foundation Trusts.  Such transfers fall to be accounted for by use of 


merger accounting.  The Treasury FREM provides that where a transfer takes place in 2011-12, the 


recipient of the transfer will account for transferred activity in full for the period (and the original provider 


for none) to reflect the position had the transfer always applied.


For TCS transactions specifically, it is impracticable to adjust the prior period's revenue account in each 


body and so restatement is effected by an adjustment to 1 April 2011 opening balances rather than by a 


full restatement of comparators. 


The transfer in of services from Leicester City and Leicester County and Rutland provider arms saw an 


almost 100% increase in turnover. As such there is an expectation that most revenue and expenditure 


categories will have increased likewise. More detail of revenue and expenditure movements are 


included within the relevant notes (note 5 and 8).


1.4 Care Trust designation


The Trust is not a designated Care Trust, therefore this note does not apply to Leicestershire 


Partnership NHS Trust.


1.5 Pooled Budgets


The Trust has no formal pooled budget arrangements under S75 of the NHS ACT 2006. 


1.6 Critical accounting judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty 


In the application of the Trust’s accounting policies, management is required to make judgements, 


estimates and assumptions about the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities that are not readily 


apparent from other sources.  The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical 


experience and other factors that are considered to be relevant.  Actual results may differ from those 


estimates and the estimates and underlying assumptions are regularly reviewed.  Revisions to 


accounting estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects 


only that period or in the period of the revision and future periods if the revision affects both current and 


future periods.
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1.6.1 Critical judgements in applying accounting policies


The following are the critical judgements, apart from those involving estimations (see below) that 


management has made in the process of applying the Trust’s accounting policies and that have the most 


significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements.


Private Finance Initiative (PFI)


During the 2009/10 IFRS restatement process the Trust reviewed the details of its PFI contract and 


concluded that it fell with the scope of International Financial Reporting Interpretations Committee (IFRIC) 12: 


Service Concession Arrangements. This conclusion was based on the fact that the Trust controls and 


regulates the services that the asset provides, to whom it is provided to, and retains entitlement to the 


building at the end of the lease term. The PFI asset was brought onto the balance sheet at its opening 


valuation of £8,065,000 and is being depreciated over its useful life.


Local Improvement Finance Trust (LIFT)


During 2010/11 the Trust's LIFT asset was brought onto balance sheet at the present value of its minimum 


lease payments, and then impaired down to its fair value of £1,178,353. The Trust's occupies 22.9% of St 


Peters Health Centre and under the arrangements of IFRIC 12: Service Concession Arrangements, the Trust 


has recognised both the asset and liability on the balance sheet.


1.6.2 Key sources of estimation uncertainty 


The following are the key assumptions concerning the future, and other key sources of estimation uncertainty 


at the end of the reporting period, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying 


amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year


(i) Asset Valuation 


The District Valuer valued the Trust's land and buildings as at 31st March 2012. Throughout the year the net 


change in asset value (due to valuations) was a reduction of £4,050,000. This reflected impairments of 


£5,462,000 offset by gains of £1,412,000. The impairment mainly related to the Centre of Excellence; the 


combined capital costs of the improvement project and its previous value, exceeded the actual modern 


equivalent asset (MEA) value of the building upon completion.


(ii) New Provisions


During the year the Trust has provided for new provisions totalling £5,984,000. These mainly relate to 


additional restructuring; injury benefit and annual leave provisions recognised in 2011/12. The annual leave 


provision has increased due to the additional provision for the transferred TCS staff.


1.7 Revenue  


Revenue in respect of services provided is recognised when, and to the extent that, performance occurs, and 


is measured at the fair value of the consideration receivable.  The main source of revenue for the trust is from 


commissioners for healthcare services.  


Where income is received for a specific activity that is to be delivered in the following year, that income is 


deferred.


1.8 Employee Benefits


Short-term employee benefits


Salaries, wages and employment-related payments are recognised in the period in which the service is 


received from employees. 


The cost of leave earned but not taken by employees at the end of the period is recognised in the financial 


statements to the extent that employees are permitted to carry forward leave into the following period.
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Retirement benefit costs


Past and present employees are covered by the provisions of the NHS Pensions Scheme.  The scheme is an 


unfunded, defined benefit scheme that covers NHS employers, General Practices and other bodies, allowed 


under the direction of the Secretary of State, in England and Wales. The scheme is not designed to be run in 


a way that would enable NHS bodies to identify their share of the underlying scheme assets and liabilities. 


Therefore, the scheme is accounted for as if it were a defined contribution scheme: the cost to the NHS body 


of participating in the scheme is taken as equal to the contributions payable to the scheme for the accounting 


period.  


For early retirements other than those due to ill health the additional pension liabilities are not funded by the 


scheme. The full amount of the liability for the additional costs is charged to expenditure at the time the Trust 


commits itself to the retirement, regardless of the method of payment.


1.9 Other expenses


Other operating expenses are recognised when, and to the extent that, the goods or services have been 


received. They are measured at the fair value of the consideration payable.


1.10 Property, plant and equipment


Recognition


Property, plant and equipment is capitalised if:


● it is held for use in delivering services or for administrative purposes;


● it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to, or service potential will be supplied to, the trust;


● it is expected to be used for more than one financial year;


● the cost of the item can be measured reliably; and


● the item has cost of at least £5,000; or


● Collectively, a number of items have a cost of at least £5,000 and individually have a cost of more than 


£250, where the assets are functionally interdependent, they had broadly simultaneous purchase dates, are 


anticipated to have simultaneous disposal dates and are under single managerial control; or


● Items form part of the initial equipping and setting-up cost of a new building, ward or unit, irrespective of 


their individual or collective cost.


Where a large asset, for example a building, includes a number of components with significantly different 


asset lives, the components are treated as separate assets and depreciated over their own useful economic 


lives.


Valuation


All property, plant and equipment are measured initially at cost, representing the cost directly attributable to 


acquiring or constructing the asset and bringing it to the location and condition necessary for it to be capable 


of operating in the manner intended by management.  All assets are measured subsequently at fair value.


Land and buildings used for the trust’s services or for administrative purposes are stated in the statement of 


financial position at their revalued amounts, being the fair value at the date of revaluation less any 


subsequent accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.


Revaluations are performed with sufficient regularity to ensure that carrying amounts are not materially 


different from those that would be determined at the end of the reporting period.  Fair values are determined 


as follows:


● Land and non-specialised buildings – market value for existing use


● Specialised buildings – depreciated replacement cost
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Until 31 March 2008, the depreciated replacement cost of specialised buildings has been estimated for an 


exact replacement of the asset in its present location.  HM Treasury has adopted a standard approach to 


depreciated replacement cost valuations based on modern equivalent assets and, where it would meet the 


location requirements of the service being provided, an alternative site can be valued.  


Properties in the course of construction for service or administration purposes are carried at cost, less any 


impairment loss.  Cost includes professional fees but not borrowing costs, which are recognised as expenses 


immediately, as allowed by IAS 23 for assets held at fair value.  Assets are revalued and depreciation 


commences when they are brought into use.


Until 31 March 2008, fixtures and equipment were carried at replacement cost, as assessed by indexation 


and  depreciation of historic cost.  From 1 April 2008 indexation has ceased.  The carrying value of existing 


assets at that date will be written off over their remaining useful lives and new fixtures and equipment are 


carried at depreciated historic cost as this is not considered to be materially different from fair value.


An increase arising on revaluation is taken to the revaluation reserve except when it reverses an impairment 


for the same asset previously recognised in expenditure, in which case it is credited to expenditure to the 


extent of the decrease previously charged there.  A revaluation decrease that does not result from a loss of 


economic value or service potential is recognised as an impairment charged to the revaluation reserve to the 


extent that there is a balance on the reserve for the asset and, thereafter, to expenditure.  Impairment losses 


that arise from a clear consumption of economic benefit should be taken to expenditure. Gains and losses 


recognised in the revaluation reserve are reported as other comprehensive income in the Statement of 


Comprehensive Income.


Subsequent expenditure


Where subsequent expenditure enhances an asset beyond its original specification, the directly attributable 


cost is capitalised.  Where subsequent expenditure restores the asset to its original specification, the 


expenditure is capitalised and any existing carrying value of the item replaced is written-out and charged to 


operating expenses.


1.11 Intangible assets


Recognition


Intangible assets are non-monetary assets without physical substance, which are capable of sale separately 


from the rest of the trust’s business or which arise from contractual or other legal rights.  They are recognised 


only when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to, or service potential be provided to, the trust; 


where the cost of the asset can be measured reliably, and where the cost is at least £5000.  


Intangible assets acquired separately are initially recognised at fair value.  Software that is integral to the 


operating of hardware, for example an operating system, is capitalised as part of the relevant item of 


property, plant and equipment.  Software that is not integral to the operation of hardware, for example 


application software, is capitalised as an intangible asset.  Expenditure on research is not capitalised: it is 


recognised as an operating expense in the period in which it is incurred.  Internally-generated assets are 


recognised if, and only if, all of the following have been demonstrated:


● the technical feasibility of completing the intangible asset so that it will be available for use


● the intention to complete the intangible asset and use it
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● the ability to sell or use the intangible asset


● how the intangible asset will generate probable future economic benefits or service potential


● the availability of adequate technical, financial and other resources to complete the intangible asset and 


sell or use it


● the ability to measure reliably the expenditure attributable to the intangible asset during its development


Measurement


The amount initially recognised for internally-generated intangible assets is the sum of the expenditure 


incurred from the date when the criteria above are initially met.  Where no internally-generated intangible 


asset can be recognised, the expenditure is recognised in the period in which it is incurred.


Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at fair value by reference to an active market, or, 


where no active market exists, at amortised replacement cost (modern equivalent assets basis), indexed for 


relevant price increases, as a proxy for fair value.  Internally-developed software is held at historic cost to 


reflect the opposing effects of increases in development costs and technological advances.  


1.12 Depreciation, amortisation and impairments


Except for land included within LIFT arrangements (where the purchase option is not available at the end of 


the lease term) freehold land, properties under construction, and assets held for sale are not depreciated.


Otherwise, depreciation and amortisation are charged to write off the costs or valuation of property, plant 


and equipment and intangible non-current assets, less any residual value, over their estimated useful lives, 


in a manner that reflects the consumption of economic benefits or service potential of the assets.  The 


estimated useful life of an asset is the period over which the Trust expects to obtain economic benefits or 


service potential from the asset. This is specific to the Trust and may be shorter than the physical life of the 


asset itself. Estimated useful lives and residual values are reviewed each year end, with the effect of any 


changes recognised on a prospective basis.  Assets held under finance leases are depreciated over their 


estimated useful lives 


At each reporting period end, the trust checks whether there is any indication that any of its tangible or 


intangible non-current assets have suffered an impairment loss.  If there is indication of an impairment loss, 


the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated to determine whether there has been a loss and, if so, its 


amount.  Intangible assets not yet available for use are tested for impairment annually.  


 A revaluation decrease that does not result from a loss of economic value or service potential is recognised 


as an impairment charged to the revaluation reserve to the extent that there is a balance on the reserve for 


the asset and, thereafter, to expenditure.  Impairment losses that arise from a clear consumption of 


economic benefit should be taken to expenditure.  Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the 


carrying amount of the asset is increased to the revised estimate of the recoverable amount but capped at 


the amount that would have been determined had there been no initial impairment loss.  The reversal of the 


impairment loss is credited to expenditure to the extent of the decrease previously charged there and 


thereafter to the revaluation reserve.


Impairments are analysed between Departmental Expenditure Limits (DEL) and Annually Managed 


Expenditure (AME) from 2011-12.  This is necessary to comply with Treasury's budgeting guidance.  DEL 


limits are set in the Spending Review and Departments may not exceed the limits that they have been set.


AME budgets are set by the Treasury and may be reviewed with departments in the run-up to the Budget. 


Departments need to monitor AME closely and inform Treasury if they expect AME spending to rise above 


forecast. Whilst Treasury accepts that in some areas of AME inherent volatility may mean departments do 


not have the ability to manage the spending within budgets in that financial year, any expected increases in 


AME require Treasury approval.


1.13 Donated assets


Following the accounting policy change outlined in the Treasury FREM for 2011-12, a donated asset 


reserve is no longer maintained.  Donated non-current assets are capitalised at their fair value on receipt, 


with a matching credit to Income. They are valued, depreciated and impaired as described above for 


purchased assets. Gains and losses on revaluations, impairments and sales are as described above for 


purchased assets.  Deferred income is recognised only where conditions attached to the donation preclude 


immediate recognition of the gain.


1.14 Government grants 


Following the accounting policy change outlined in the Treasury FREM for 2011-12, a government grant 


reserve is no longer maintained.  The value of assets received by means of a government grant are 


credited directly to income.  Deferred income is recognised only where conditions attached to the grant 


preclude immediate recognition of the gain.
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1.15 Non-current assets held for sale


Non-current assets are classified as held for sale if their carrying amount will be recovered principally 


through a sale transaction rather than through continuing use.  This condition is regarded as met when the 


sale is highly probable, the asset is available for immediate sale in its present condition and management is 


committed to the sale, which is expected to qualify for recognition as a completed sale within one year from 


the date of classification.  Non-current assets held for sale are measured at the lower of their previous 


carrying amount and fair value less costs to sell.  Fair value is open market value including alternative uses.


The profit or loss arising on disposal of an asset is the difference between the sale proceeds and the 


carrying amount and is recognised in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.  On disposal, the balance for 


the asset on the revaluation reserve is transferred to retained earnings. For donated and government-


granted assets, a transfer is made to or from the relevant reserve to the profit/loss on disposal account so 


that no profit or loss is recognised in income or expenses. The remaining surplus or deficit in the donated 


asset or government grant reserve is then transferred to retained earnings. 


Property, plant and equipment that is to be scrapped or demolished does not qualify for recognition as held 


for sale.  Instead, it is retained as an operational asset and its economic life is adjusted.  The asset is de-


recognised when it is scrapped or demolished.


1.16 Leases


Leases are classified as finance leases when substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership are 


transferred to the lessee.  All other leases are classified as operating leases.


The trust as lessee


Property, plant and equipment held under finance leases are initially recognised, at the inception of the 


lease, at fair value or, if lower, at the present value of the minimum lease payments, with a matching liability 


for the lease obligation to the lessor.  Lease payments are apportioned between finance charges and 


reduction of the lease obligation so as to achieve a constant rate on interest on the remaining balance of the 


liability.  Finance charges are recognised in calculating the trust’s surplus/deficit.


Operating lease payments are recognised as an expense on a straight-line basis over the lease term.  Lease 


incentives are recognised initially as a liability and subsequently as a reduction of rentals on a straight-line 


basis over the lease term.


Contingent rentals are recognised as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.


Where a lease is for land and buildings, the land and building components are separated and individually 


assessed as to whether they are operating or finance leases. 


The trust as lessor


Amounts due from lessees under finance leases are recorded as receivables at the amount of the trust’s net 


investment in the leases.  Finance lease income is allocated to accounting periods so as to reflect a constant 


periodic rate of return on the trust’s net investment outstanding in respect of the leases.


Rental income from operating leases is recognised on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease.  Initial 


direct costs incurred in negotiating and arranging an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the 


leased asset and recognised on a straight-line basis over the lease term.


1.17 Private Finance Initiative (PFI) transactions


HM Treasury has determined that government bodies shall account for infrastructure PFI schemes where the 


government body controls the use of the infrastructure and the residual interest in the infrastructure at the 


end of the arrangement as service concession arrangements, following the principles of the requirements of 


IFRIC 12. The Trust therefore recognises the PFI asset as an item of property, plant and equipment together 


with a liability to pay for it. The services received under the contract are recorded as operating expenses.
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The annual unitary payment is separated into the following component parts, using appropriate estimation 


techniques where necessary:


a)      Payment for the fair value of services received;


b)      Payment for the PFI asset, including finance costs; and


c)       Payment for the replacement of components of the asset during the contract ‘lifecycle replacement’.


Services received


The fair value of services received in the year is recorded under the relevant expenditure headings within 


‘operating expenses’.


PFI Asset


The PFI assets are recognised as property, plant and equipment, when they come into use. The assets are 


measured initially at fair value in accordance with the principles of IAS 17. Subsequently, the assets are 


measured at fair value, which is kept up to date in accordance with the Trust’s approach for each relevant 


class of asset in accordance with the principles of IAS 16.


PFI liability


A PFI liability is recognised at the same time as the PFI assets are recognised. It is measured initially at the 


same amount as the fair value of the PFI assets and is subsequently measured as a finance lease liability in 


accordance with IAS 17. 


An annual finance cost is calculated by applying the implicit interest rate in the lease to the opening lease 


liability for the period, and is charged to ‘Finance Costs’ within the Statement of Comprehensive Income. 


The element of the annual unitary payment that is allocated as a finance lease rental is applied to meet the 


annual finance cost and to repay the lease liability over the contract term. 


An element of the annual unitary payment increase due to cumulative indexation is allocated to the finance 


lease. In accordance with IAS 17, this amount is not included in the minimum lease payments, but is instead 


treated as contingent rent and is expensed as incurred. In substance, this amount is a finance cost in respect 


of the liability and the expense is presented as a contingent finance cost in the Statement of Comprehensive 


Income.


Lifecycle replacement


Components of the asset replaced by the operator during the contract (‘lifecycle replacement’) are capitalised 


where they meet the Trust’s criteria for capital expenditure. They are capitalised at the time they are provided 


by the operator and are measured initially at their fair value.


The element of the annual unitary payment allocated to lifecycle replacement is pre-determined for each year 


of the contract from the operator’s planned programme of lifecycle replacement. Where the lifecycle 


component is provided earlier or later than expected, a short-term finance lease liability or prepayment is 


recognised respectively. 


Where the fair value of the lifecycle component is less than the amount determined in the contract, the 


difference is recognised as an expense when the replacement is provided. If the fair value is greater than the 


amount determined in the contract, the difference is treated as a ‘free’ asset and a deferred income balance 


is recognised. The deferred income is released to the operating income over the shorter of the remaining 


contract period or the useful economic life of the replacement component.


Assets contributed by the Trust to the operator for use in the scheme


Assets contributed for use in the scheme continue to be recognised as items of property, plant and 


equipment in the Trust’s Statement of Financial Position.
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Other assets contributed by the Trust to the operator


Assets contributed (e.g. cash payments, surplus property) by the trust to the operator before the asset is brought into use, which 


are intended to defray the operator’s capital costs, are recognised initially as prepayments during the construction phase of the 


contract. Subsequently, when the asset is made available to the Trust, the prepayment is treated as an initial payment towards the 


finance lease liability and is set against the carrying value of the liability.


1.18 Inventories


Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value. This is considered to be a reasonable approximation to fair 


value due to the high turnover of stocks.  


1.19 Cash and cash equivalents


Cash is cash in hand and deposits with any financial institution repayable without penalty on notice of not more than 24 hours.  


Cash equivalents are investments that mature in 3 months or less from the date of acquisition and that are readily convertible to 


known amounts of cash with insignificant risk of change in value.  


In the Statement of Cash Flows, cash and cash equivalents are shown net of bank overdrafts that are repayable on demand and 


that form an integral part of the Trust’s cash management.


1.20 Provisions


Provisions are recognised when the Trust has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of a past event, it is probable 


that the Trust will be required to settle the obligation, and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.  The 


amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the expenditure required to settle the obligation at the end of the 


reporting period, taking into account the risks and uncertainties.  Where a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to 


settle the obligation, its carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows using HM Treasury’s discount rate of 2.2% in real 


terms (2.8% for employee early departure obligations).


When some or all of the economic benefits required to settle a provision are expected to be recovered from a third party, the 


receivable is recognised as an asset if it is virtually certain that reimbursements will be received and the amount of the receivable 


can be measured reliably.


Present obligations arising under onerous contracts are recognised and measured as a provision.  An onerous contract is 


considered to exist where the Trust has a contract under which the unavoidable costs of meeting the obligations under the contract 


exceed the economic benefits expected to be received under it.


A restructuring provision is recognised when the Trust has developed a detailed formal plan for the restructuring and has raised a 


valid expectation in those affected that it will carry out the restructuring by starting to implement the plan or announcing its main 


features to those affected by it.  The measurement of a restructuring provision includes only the direct expenditures arising from 


the restructuring, which are those amounts that are both necessarily entailed by the restructuring and not associated with ongoing 


activities of the entity.


1.21 Clinical negligence costs


The NHS Litigation Authority (NHSLA) operates a risk pooling scheme under which the trust pays an annual contribution to the 


NHSLA which in return settles all clinical negligence claims.  The contribution is charged to expenditure.  Although the NHSLA is 


administratively responsible for all clinical negligence cases the legal liability remains with the trust.  The total value of clinical 


negligence provisions carried by the NHSLA on behalf of the trust is disclosed at note 35. 


1.22 Non-clinical risk pooling


The Trust participates in the Property Expenses Scheme and the Liabilities to Third Parties Scheme.  Both are risk pooling 


schemes under which the trust pays an annual contribution to the NHS Litigation Authority and, in return, receives assistance with 


the costs of claims arising.  The annual membership contributions, and any excesses payable in respect of particular claims are 


charged to operating expenses as and when they become due.


1.23 EU Emissions Trading Scheme


EU Emission Trading Scheme allowances are accounted for as government grant funded intangible assets if they are not 


expected to be realised within twelve months, and otherwise as other current assets.  They are valued at open market value. As 


the NHS body makes emissions, a provision is recognised with an offsetting transfer from deferred income.  The provision is 


settled on surrender of the allowances. The asset, provision and deferred income amounts are valued at fair value at the end of 


the reporting period.


1.24 Contingencies


A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arises from past events and whose existence will be confirmed only by the 


occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the trust, or a present 


obligation that is not recognised because it is not probable that a payment will be required to settle the obligation or the amount of 


the obligation cannot be measured sufficiently reliably.  A contingent liability is disclosed unless the possibility of a payment is 


remote. 
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A contingent asset is a possible asset that arises from past events and whose existence will be confirmed by 


the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the 


trust.  A contingent asset is disclosed where an inflow of economic benefits is probable.  


Where the time value of money is material, contingencies are disclosed at their present value.


1.25 Financial assets 


Financial assets are recognised when the Trust becomes party to the financial instrument contract or, in the 


case of trade receivables, when the goods or services have been delivered.  Financial assets are 


derecognised when the contractual rights have expired or the asset has been transferred.


Financial assets are initially recognised at fair value.  


Financial assets are classified into the following categories: financial assets at fair value through profit and 


loss; held to maturity investments; available for sale financial assets, and loans and receivables.  The 


classification depends on the nature and purpose of the financial assets and is determined at the time of 


initial recognition.


Financial assets at fair value through profit and loss


Embedded derivatives that have different risks and characteristics to their host contracts, and contracts with 


embedded derivatives whose separate value cannot be ascertained, are treated as financial assets at fair 


value through profit and loss.  They are held at fair value, with any resultant gain or loss recognised in 


calculating the trust’s surplus or deficit for the year.  The net gain or loss incorporates any interest earned on 


the financial asset.


Held to maturity investments


Held to maturity investments are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments and 


fixed maturity, and there is a positive intention and ability to hold to maturity.  After initial recognition, they are 


held at amortised cost using the effective interest method, less any impairment.  Interest is recognised using 


the effective interest method.


Available for sale financial assets


Available for sale financial assets are non-derivative financial assets that are designated as available for sale 


or that do not fall within any of the other three financial asset classifications.  They are measured at fair value 


with changes in value taken to the revaluation reserve, with the exception of impairment losses.  


Accumulated gains or losses are recycled to surplus/deficit on de-recognition. 


Loans and receivables


Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments which are not 


quoted in an active market.  After initial recognition, they are measured at amortised cost using the effective 


interest method, less any impairment.  Interest is recognised using the effective interest method.
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1.26 Financial liabilities  


Financial liabilities are recognised on the statement of financial position when the trust becomes party to the 


contractual provisions of the financial instrument or, in the case of trade payables, when the goods or 


services have been received.  Financial liabilities are de-recognised when the liability has been discharged, 


that is, the liability has been paid or has expired.


Loans from the Department of Health are recognised at historical cost.  Otherwise, financial liabilities are 


initially recognised at fair value.


Financial guarantee contract liabilities


Financial guarantee contract liabilities are subsequently measured at the higher of:


●The premium received (or imputed) for entering into the guarantee less cumulative amortisation.


The amount of the obligation under the contract, as determined in accordance with IAS 37 Provisions, 


Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets.


Financial liabilities at fair value through profit and loss


Embedded derivatives that have different risks and characteristics to their host contracts, and contracts with 


embedded derivatives whose separate value cannot be ascertained, are treated as financial liabilities at fair 


value through profit and loss.  They are held at fair value, with any resultant gain or loss recognised in the 


trust’s surplus/deficit.  The net gain or loss incorporates any interest payable on the financial liability. 


Other financial liabilities


After initial recognition, all other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest 


method, except for loans from Department of Health, which are carried at historic cost.  The effective interest 


rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments through the life of the asset, to the net 


carrying amount of the financial liability.  Interest is recognised using the effective interest method.


1.27 Value Added Tax


Most of the activities of the trust are outside the scope of VAT and, in general, output tax does not apply and 


input tax on purchases is not recoverable.  Irrecoverable VAT is charged to the relevant expenditure category 


or included in the capitalised purchase cost of fixed assets.  Where output tax is charged or input VAT is 


recoverable, the amounts are stated net of VAT.


1.28 Foreign currencies


The Trust's functional currency and presentational currency is sterling.  Transactions denominated in a 


foreign currency are translated into sterling at the exchange rate ruling on the dates of the transactions.  At 


the end of the reporting period, monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are retranslated at the spot 


exchange rate on 31 March.  Resulting exchange gains and losses for either of these are recognised in the 


trust’s surplus/deficit in the period in which they arise.


1.29 Third party assets


Assets belonging to third parties (such as money held on behalf of patients) are not recognised in the 


accounts since the trust has no beneficial interest in them.  Details of third party assets are given in Note 44 


to the accounts.
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


1.30 Public Dividend Capital (PDC) and PDC dividend


Public dividend capital represents taxpayers’ equity in the NHS trust.  At any time the Secretary of State can 


issue new PDC to, and require repayments of PDC from, the trust.  PDC is recorded at the value received.  


As PDC is issued under legislation rather than under contract, it is not treated as an equity financial 


instrument.


An annual charge, reflecting the cost of capital utilised by the trust, is payable to the Department of Health as 


public dividend capital dividend.  The charge is calculated at the real rate set by HM Treasury (currently 


3.5%) on the average carrying amount of all assets less liabilities, except for donated assets and cash 


balances with the Government Banking Services (GBS).  The average carrying amount of assets is 


calculated as a simple average of opening and closing relevant net assets.


1.31 Losses and Special Payments


Losses and special payments are items that Parliament would not have contemplated when it agreed funds 


for the health service or passed legislation.  By their nature they are items that ideally should not arise.  They 


are therefore subject to special control procedures compared with the generality of payments.  They are 


divided into different categories, which govern the way that individual cases are handled.


Losses and special payments are charged to the relevant functional headings in expenditure on an accruals 


basis, including losses which would have been made good through insurance cover had NHS trusts not been 


bearing their own risks (with insurance premiums then being included as normal revenue expenditure).


1.32 Subsidiaries


Material entities over which the Trust has the power to exercise control so as to obtain economic or other 


benefits are classified as subsidiaries and are consolidated. Their income and expenses; gains and losses; 


assets, liabilities and reserves; and cash flows are consolidated in full into the appropriate financial 


statement lines. Appropriate adjustments are made on consolidation where the subsidiary’s accounting 


policies are not aligned with the Trust’s or where the subsidiary’s accounting date is before 1 January or after 


30 June.


Subsidiaries that are classified as ‘held for sale’ are measured at the lower of their carrying amount or ‘fair 


value less costs to sell’


For 2010-11 and 2011-12 in accordance with the directed accounting policy from the Secretary of State, the 


Trust does not consolidate the NHS charitable funds for which it is the corporate trustee.


1.33 Associates


Material entities over which the Trust has the power to exercise significant influence so as to obtain 


economic or other benefits are classified as associates and are recognised in the Trust’s accounts using the 


equity method. The investment is recognised initially at cost and is adjusted subsequently to reflect the 


Trust’s share of the entity’s profit/loss and other gains/losses. It is also reduced when any distribution is 


received by the Trust from the entity.


Associates that are classified as ‘held for sale’ are measured at the lower of their carrying amount or ‘fair 


value less costs to sell’


1.34 Joint ventures


Material entities over which the Trust has joint control with one or more other parties so as to obtain 


economic or other benefits are classified as joint ventures. 


Joint ventures that are classified as ‘held for sale’ are measured at the lower of their carrying amount or ‘fair 


value less costs to sell’


1.35 Joint operations


Joint operations are activities undertaken by the Trust in conjunction with one or more other parties but 


which are not performed through a separate entity. The Trust records its share of the income and 


expenditure; gains and losses; assets and liabilities; and cashflows.
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


1.36 Research and Development


Research and development expenditure is charged against income in the year in which it is incurred, except 


insofar as development expenditure relates to a clearly defined project and the benefits of it can reasonably 


be regarded as assured.  Expenditure so deferred is limited to the value of future benefits expected and is 


amortised through the Operating Cost Statement on a systematic basis over the period expected to benefit 


from the project. It should be revalued on the basis of current cost. The amortisation is calculated on the 


same basis as depreciation, on a quarterly basis.

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10.5 Pension costs
Past and present employees are covered by the provisions of the NHS Pensions Scheme.  Details of the benefits payable under 


these provisions can be found on the NHS Pensions website at www.nhsbsa.nhs.uk/pensions.  The scheme is an unfunded, 


defined benefit scheme that covers NHS employers, GP practices and other bodies, allowed under the direction of the Secretary 


of State, in England and Wales. The scheme is not designed to be run in a way that would enable NHS bodies to identify their 


share of the underlying scheme assets and liabilities. Therefore, the scheme is accounted for as if it were a defined contribution 


scheme: the cost to the NHS Body of participating in the scheme is taken as equal to the contributions payable to the scheme for 


the accounting period.  


In order that the defined benefit obligations recognised in the financial statements do not differ materially from those that would be 


determined at the reporting date by a formal actuarial valuation, the FReM requires that "the period between formal valuations 


shall be four years, with approximate assessments in intervening years". An outline of these follows:


a) Full actuarial (funding) valuation


The purpose of this valuation is to assess the level of liability in respect of the benefits due under the scheme (taking into account 


its recent demographic experience), and to recommend the contribution rates. 


The last formal actuarial valuation undertaken for the NHS Pension Scheme was completed for the year ending 31 March 2004. 


Consequently, a formal actuarial valuation would have been due for the year ending 31 March 2008. However, formal actuarial 


valuations for unfunded public service schemes have been suspended by HM Treasury on value for money grounds while 


consideration is given to recent changes to public service pensions, and while future scheme terms are developed as part of the 


reforms to public service pension provision. Employer and employee contribution rates are currently being determined under the 


new scheme design.


b) Accounting valuation
A valuation of the scheme liability is carried out annually by the scheme actuary as at the end of the reporting period. Actuarial 


assessments are undertaken in intervening years between formal valuations using updated membership data are accepted as 


providing suitably robust figures for financial reporting purposes. However, as the interval since the last formal valuation now 


exceeds four years, the valuation of the scheme liability as at 31 March 2012, is based on detailed membership data as at 31 


March 2010 updated to 31 March 2012 with summary global member and accounting data. In undertaking this actuarial 


assessment, the methodology prescribed in IAS 19, relevant FReM interpretations, and the discount rate prescribed by HM 


Treasury have also been used.


The latest assessment of the liabilities of the scheme is contained in the scheme actuary report, which forms part of the annual 


NHS Pension Scheme (England and Wales) Pension Accounts, published annually.  These accounts can be viewed on the NHS 


Pensions website.  Copies can also be obtained from The Stationery Office.


c) Scheme provisions 


The NHS Pension Scheme provided defined benefits, which are summarised below. This list is an illustrative guide only, and is 


not intended to detail all the benefits provided by the Scheme or the specific conditions that must be met before these benefits 


can be obtained:


The Scheme is a "final salary" scheme. Annual pensions are normally based on 1/80th for the 1995 section and of the best of the 


last three years pensionable pay for each year of service, and 1/60th for the 2008 section of reckonable pay per year of 


membership. Members who are practitioners as defined by the Scheme Regulations have their annual pensions based upon total 


pensionable earnings over the relevant pensionable service.


With effect from 1 April 2008 members can choose to give up some of their annual pension for an additional tax free lump sum, 


up to a maximum amount permitted under HMRC rules. This new provision is known as "pension commutation".


Annual increases are applied to pension payments at rates defined by the Pensions (Increase) Act 1971, and are based on 


changes in retail prices in the twelve months ending 30 September in the previous calendar year. From 2011-12 the Consumer 


Price Index (CPI) will be used to replace the Retail Prices Index (RPI).

Because the majority of the trust’s income comes from contracts with other public sector bodies, the trust has low exposure to credit risk.  The maximum exposures as at 31 March 2012 


are in receivables from customers, as disclosed in the trade and other receivables note.


The trust’s operating costs are incurred under contracts with primary care trusts, which are financed from resources voted annually by Parliament  .  The trust funds its capital expenditure 


from funds obtained within its prudential borrowing limit.  The trust is not, therefore, exposed to significant liquidity risks.


Financial reporting standard IFRS 7 requires disclosure of the role that financial instruments have had during the period in creating or changing the risks a body faces in undertaking its 


activities.  Because of the continuing service provider relationship that the NHS trust has with primary care trusts and the way those primary care trusts are financed, the NHS trust is not 


exposed to the degree of financial risk faced by business entities.  Also financial instruments play a much more limited role in creating or changing risk than would be typical of listed 


companies, to which the financial reporting standards mainly apply.  The NHS trust has limited powers to borrow or invest surplus funds and financial assets and liabilities are generated 


by day-to-day operational activities rather than being held to change the risks facing the NHS trust in undertaking its activities.


The trust’s treasury management operations are carried out by the finance department, within parameters defined formally within the trust’s standing financial instructions and policies 


agreed by the board of directors.  Trust treasury activity is subject to review by the trust’s internal auditors.


The trust is principally a domestic organisation with the great majority of transactions, assets and liabilities being in the UK and sterling based.  The trust has no overseas operations.  The 


trust therefore has low exposure to currency rate fluctuations.


The trust borrows from government for capital expenditure, subject to affordability as confirmed by the strategic health authority.  The borrowings are for 1 – 25 years, in line with the life of 


the associated assets, and interest is charged at the National Loans Fund rate, fixed for the life of the loan.  The trust therefore has low exposure to interest rate fluctuations.

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NOTES TO THE ACCOUNTS


1. Accounting Policies


The Secretary of State for Health has directed that the financial statements of NHS Trusts shall meet the 


accounting requirements of the NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts, which shall be agreed with HM 


Treasury. Consequently, the following financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the 


2009/10 NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts issued by the Department of Health.  The accounting policies 


contained in that manual follow International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS) to the extent that they 


are meaningful and appropriate to the NHS, as determined by HM Treasury, which is advised by the 


Financial Reporting Advisory Board.  Where the NHS Trusts Manual for Accounts permits a choice of 


accounting policy, the accounting policy which is judged to be most appropriate to the particular 


circumstances of the trust for the purpose of giving a true and fair view has been selected.  The 


particular policies adopted by the trust are described below. They have been applied consistently in 


dealing with items considered material in relation to the accounts.  


1.1 Accounting convention


These accounts have been prepared under the historical cost convention modified to account for the 


revaluation of property, plant and equipment, intangible assets, inventories and certain financial assets 


and financial liabilities.


1.2 Acquisitions and discontinued operations


Activities are considered to be ‘acquired’ only if they are taken on from outside the public sector.  


Activities are considered to be ‘discontinued’ only if they cease entirely.  They are not considered to be 


‘discontinued’ if they transfer from one public sector body to another.


1.3 Care Trust designation


The Trust is not a designated Care Trust, therefore this note does not apply to Leicestershire Partnership 


NHS Trust.


1.4 Pooled Budgets


The Trust has no formal pooled budget arrangement under S75 of the NHS Act 2006. However from 1st 


April 2007 responsibility for commissioning Learning Disabilities Services was undertaken by the Local 


Authorities.


1.5 Critical accounting judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty 


In the application of the Trust’s accounting policies, management is required to make judgements, 


estimates and assumptions about the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities that are not readily 


apparent from other sources.  The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical 


experience and other factors that are considered to be relevant.  Actual results may differ from those 


estimates and the estimates and underlying assumptions are continually reviewed.  Revisions to 


accounting estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects 


only that period or in the period of the revision and future periods if the revision affects both current and 


future periods.


During 2008/09 the Trust's PFI (Private Finance Initiative) asset was brought onto the balance sheet at 


its valuation of £8,065,000.  Because the Trust will own the asset at the end of the 30 year concession 


period it is being depreciated over its estimated economic life.


1.5.1 Critical judgements in applying accounting policies


The following are the critical judgements, apart from those involving estimations (see below) that 


management has made in the process of applying the Trust’s accounting policies and that have the most 


significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements.


During the IFRS restatement process the Trust reviewed the details of its PFI contract and concluded 


that it fell with the scope of International Financial Reporting Interpretations Committee (IFRIC) 12: 


Service Concession Arrangements. This conclusion was based on the fact that the Trust controls and 


regulates the services that the asset provides, to whom it is provided to, and retains entitlement to the 


building at the end of the lease term.
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Notes to the Accounts - 1. Accounting Policies (Continued)


1.5.2 Key sources of estimation uncertainty 


The following are the key assumptions concerning the future, and other key sources of estimation uncertainty 


at the end of the reporting period, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying 


amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year


(i) Asset Valuation Indices


Under IAS 36 (impairment of assets) the Trust is required to assess at the end of each reporting period 


whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired. Information received from the District Valuer 


concluded that land and building valuations had reduced during the year (land - 6%; buildings - 13.14%). The 


Trust applied these negative indices to its assets, resulting in a £12,487,000 reduction in asset values as at 


31st March 2010 (see Note 19 Impairments).


(ii) New Provisions


During the year the Trust has provided for new provisions totalling £929,000. These mainly relate to the 


inpatient services restructure, two new injury benefit claims and the annual leave provision (see Note 35 


Provisions).


1.6 Revenue  


Revenue in respect of services provided is recognised when, and to the extent that, performance occurs, 


and is measured at the fair value of the consideration receivable.  The main source of revenue for the trust is 


from commissioners for healthcare services. 


Where income is received for a specific activity that is to be delivered in the following year, that income is 


deferred.


1.7 Employee Benefits


Short-term employee benefits


Salaries, wages and employment-related payments are recognised in the period in which the service is 


received from employees. 


The cost of leave earned but not taken by employees at the end of the period is recognised in the financial 


statements to the extent that employees are permitted to carry forward leave into the following period.


Retirement benefit costs


Past and present employees are covered by the provisions of the NHS Pensions Scheme.  The scheme is 


an unfunded, defined benefit scheme that covers NHS employers, General Practices and other bodies, 


allowed under the direction of the Secretary of State, in England and Wales. The scheme is not designed to 


be run in a way that would enable NHS bodies to identify their share of the underlying scheme assets and 


liabilities. Therefore, the scheme is accounted for as if it were a defined contribution scheme: the cost to the 


NHS body of participating in the scheme is taken as equal to the contributions payable to the scheme for the 


accounting period.  


For early retirements other than those due to ill health the additional pension liabilities are not funded by the 


scheme. The full amount of the liability for the additional costs is charged to expenditure at the time the Trust 


commits itself to the retirement, regardless of the method of payment.


1.8 Other expenses


Other operating expenses are recognised when, and to the extent that, the goods or services have been 


received. They are measured at the fair value of the consideration payable.
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1.9 Property, plant and equipment


Recognition


Property, plant and equipment is capitalised if:


● it is held for use in delivering services or for administrative purposes;


● it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to, or service potential will be supplied to, the Trust;


● it is expected to be used for more than one financial year;


● the cost of the item can be measured reliably; and


● the item has cost of at least £5,000; or


● Collectively, a number of items have a cost of at least £5,000 and individually have a cost of more than 


£250, where the assets are functionally interdependent, they had broadly simultaneous purchase dates, are 


anticipated to have simultaneous disposal dates and are under single managerial control; or


● Items form part of the initial equipping and setting-up cost of a new building, ward or unit, irrespective of 


their individual or collective cost.


Where a large asset, for example a building, includes a number of components with significantly different 


asset lives, the components are treated as separate assets and depreciated over their own useful economic 


lives.


Valuation


All property, plant and equipment are measured initially at cost, representing the cost directly attributable to 


acquiring or constructing the asset and bringing it to the location and condition necessary for it to be capable 


of operating in the manner intended by management.  All assets are measured subsequently at fair value.


Land and buildings used for the Trust’s services or for administrative purposes are stated in the statement of 


financial position at their revalued amounts, being the fair value at the date of revaluation less any 


subsequent accumulated depreciation and impairment losses. Revaluations are performed with sufficient 


regularity to ensure that carrying amounts are not materially different from those that would be determined at 


the end of the reporting period. Fair values are determined as follows:


● Land and non-specialised buildings – market value for existing use


● Specialised buildings – depreciated replacement cost
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Until 31 March 2008, the depreciated replacement cost of specialised buildings has been estimated for an 


exact replacement of the asset in its present location.  HM Treasury has adopted a standard approach to 


depreciated replacement cost valuations based on modern equivalent assets (MEA) and, where it would 


meet the location requirements of the service being provided, an alternative site can be valued.  HM 


Treasury has agreed that NHS trusts must apply these new valuation requirements by 1 April 2010 at the 


latest. The Trusts specialist assets were revalued under the MEA basis in 2009/10 (with a revaluation date of 


1st April 2009).


Properties in the course of construction for service or administration purposes are carried at cost, less any 


impairment loss.  Cost includes professional fees but not borrowing costs, which are recognised as expenses 


immediately, as allowed by IAS 23 for assets held at fair value.  Assets are revalued and depreciation 


commences when they are brought into use.


Until 31 March 2008, fixtures and equipment were carried at replacement cost, as assessed by indexation 


and  depreciation of historic cost.  From 1 April 2008 indexation has ceased.  The carrying value of existing 


assets at that date will be written off over their remaining useful lives and new fixtures and equipment are 


carried at depreciated historic cost as this is not considered to be materially different from fair value.


An increase arising on revaluation is taken to the revaluation reserve except when it reverses an impairment 


for the same asset previously recognised in expenditure, in which case it is credited to expenditure to the 


extent of the decrease previously charged there.  A revaluation decrease is recognised as an impairment 


charged to the revaluation reserve to the extent that there is a balance on the reserve for the asset and, 


thereafter, to expenditure.  Gains and losses recognised in the revaluation reserve are reported as other 


comprehensive income in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.


Subsequent expenditure


Where subsequent expenditure enhances an asset beyond its original specification, the directly attributable 


cost is capitalised.  Where subsequent expenditure restores the asset to its original specification, the 


expenditure is capitalised and any existing carrying value of the item replaced is written-out and charged to 


operating expenses.


1.10 Intangible assets


Recognition


Intangible assets are non-monetary assets without physical substance, which are capable of sale separately 


from the rest of the trust’s business or which arise from contractual or other legal rights.  They are recognised 


only when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to, or service potential be provided to, the 


trust; where the cost of the asset can be measured reliably, and where the cost is at least £5000.  


Intangible assets acquired separately are initially recognised at fair value.  Software that is integral to the 


operating of hardware, for example an operating system, is capitalised as part of the relevant item of 


property, plant and equipment.  Software that is not integral to the operation of hardware, for example 


application software, is capitalised as an intangible asset.  Expenditure on research is not capitalised: it is 


recognised as an operating expense in the period in which it is incurred.  Internally-generated assets are 


recognised if, and only if, all of the following have been demonstrated:


● the technical feasibility of completing the intangible asset so that it will be available for use


● the intention to complete the intangible asset and use it
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● the ability to sell or use the intangible asset


● how the intangible asset will generate probable future economic benefits or service potential


● the availability of adequate technical, financial and other resources to complete the intangible asset and 


sell or use it


● the ability to measure reliably the expenditure attributable to the intangible asset during its development


Measurement


The amount initially recognised for internally-generated intangible assets is the sum of the expenditure 


incurred from the date when the criteria above are initially met.  Where no internally-generated intangible 


asset can be recognised, the expenditure is recognised in the period in which it is incurred.


Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at fair value by reference to an active market, or, 


where no active market exists, at amortised replacement cost (modern equivalent assets basis), indexed for 


relevant price increases, as a proxy for fair value.  Internally-developed software is held at historic cost to 


reflect the opposing effects of increases in development costs and technological advances.  


1.11 Depreciation, amortisation and impairments


Freehold land, properties under construction, and assets held for sale are not depreciated.


Otherwise, depreciation and amortisation are charged to write off the costs or valuation of property, plant and 


equipment and intangible non-current assets, less any residual value, over their estimated useful lives, in a 


manner that reflects the consumption of economic benefits or service potential of the assets.  The estimated 


useful life of an asset is the period over which the Trust expects to obtain economic benefits or service 


potential from the asset. This is specific to the Trust and may be shorter than the physical life of the asset 


itself. Estimated useful lives and residual values are reviewed each year end, with the effect of any changes 


recognised on a prospective basis.  Assets held under finance leases are depreciated over their estimated 


useful lives 


At each reporting period end, the trust checks whether there is any indication that any of its tangible or 


intangible non-current assets have suffered an impairment loss.  If there is indication of an impairment loss, 


the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated to determine whether there has been a loss and, if so, its 


amount.  Intangible assets not yet available for use are tested for impairment annually.  


If there has been an impairment loss, the asset is written down to its recoverable amount, with the loss 


charged to the revaluation reserve to the extent that there is a balance on the reserve for the asset and, 


thereafter, to expenditure.  Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the 


asset is increased to the revised estimate of the recoverable amount but capped at the amount that would 


have been determined had there been no initial impairment loss.  The reversal of the impairment loss is 


credited to expenditure to the extent of the decrease previously charged there and thereafter to the 


revaluation reserve.


1.12 Donated assets


Donated non-current assets are capitalised at their fair value on receipt, with a matching credit to the 


donated asset reserve.  They are valued, depreciated and impaired as described above for purchased 


assets.  Gains and losses on revaluations and impairments are taken to the donated asset reserve and, 


each year, an amount equal to the depreciation charge on the asset is released from the donated asset 


reserve to offset the expenditure.  On sale of donated assets, the net book value is transferred from the 


donated asset reserve to retained earnings.


1.13 Government grants 


Government grants are grants from government bodies other than revenue from NHS bodies for the 


provision of services.  Revenue grants are treated as deferred income initially and credited to income to 


match the expenditure to which they relate.  Capital grants are credited to the government grant reserve and 


released to operating revenue over the life of the asset in a manner consistent with the depreciation and 


impairment charges for that asset.  Assets purchased from government grants are valued, depreciated and 


impaired as described above for purchased assets.  Gains and losses on revaluations and impairments are 


taken to the government grant reserve and, each year, an amount equal to the depreciation charge on the 


asset is released from the government grant reserve to the offset the expenditure.  
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1.14 Non-current assets held for sale


Non-current assets are classified as held for sale if their carrying amount will be recovered principally through 


a sale transaction rather than through continuing use.  This condition is regarded as met when the sale is 


highly probable, the asset is available for immediate sale in its present condition and management is 


committed to the sale, which is expected to qualify for recognition as a completed sale within one year from 


the date of classification.  Non-current assets held for sale are measured at the lower of their previous 


carrying amount and fair value less costs to sell.  Fair value is open market value including alternative uses.


The profit or loss arising on disposal of an asset is the difference between the sale proceeds and the carrying 


amount and is recognised in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.  On disposal, the balance for the 


asset on the revaluation reserve is transferred to retained earnings. For donated and government-granted 


assets, a transfer is made to or from the relevant reserve to the profit/loss on disposal account so that no 


profit or loss is recognised in income or expenses. The remaining surplus or deficit in the donated asset or 


government grant reserve is then transferred to retained earnings. 


Property, plant and equipment that is to be scrapped or demolished does not qualify for recognition as held 


for sale.  Instead, it is retained as an operational asset and its economic life is adjusted.  The asset is de-


recognised when it is scrapped or demolished.


1.15 Leases


Leases are classified as finance leases when substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership are 


transferred to the lessee.  All other leases are classified as operating leases.


The Trust as lessee


Property, plant and equipment held under finance leases are initially recognised, at the inception of the lease, 


at fair value or, if lower, at the present value of the minimum lease payments, with a matching liability for the 


lease obligation to the lessor.  Lease payments are apportioned between finance charges and reduction of 


the lease obligation so as to achieve a constant rate on interest on the remaining balance of the liability.  


Finance charges are recognised in calculating the trust’s surplus/deficit.


Operating lease payments are recognised as an expense on a straight-line basis over the lease term.  Lease 


incentives are recognised initially as a liability and subsequently as a reduction of rentals on a straight-line 


basis over the lease term.


Contingent rentals are recognised as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.


Where a lease is for land and buildings, the land and building components are separated.  Leased land is 


treated as an operating lease.  Leased buildings are assessed as to whether they are operating or finance 


leases. 


The Trust as lessor


Amounts due from lessees under finance leases are recorded as receivables at the amount of the trust’s net 


investment in the leases.  Finance lease income is allocated to accounting periods so as to reflect a constant 


periodic rate of return on the trust’s net investment outstanding in respect of the leases.


Rental income from operating leases is recognised on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease.  Initial 


direct costs incurred in negotiating and arranging an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the 


leased asset and recognised on a straight-line basis over the lease term.


1.16 Private Finance Initiative (PFI) transactions


HM Treasury has determined that government bodies shall account for infrastructure PFI schemes where the 


government body controls the use of the infrastructure and the residual interest in the infrastructure at the 


end of the arrangement as service concession arrangements, following the principles of the requirements of 


IFRIC 12. The Trust therefore recognises the PFI asset as an item of property, plant and equipment together 


with a liability to pay for it. The services received under the contract are recorded as operating expenses.
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The annual unitary payment is separated into the following component parts, using appropriate estimation 


techniques where necessary:


a)      Payment for the fair value of services received;


b)      Payment for the PFI asset, including finance costs; and


c)      Payment for the replacement of components of the asset during the contract ‘lifecycle replacement’.


Services received


The fair value of services received in the year is recorded under the relevant expenditure headings within 


‘operating expenses’.


PFI Asset


The PFI assets are recognised as property, plant and equipment, when they come into use. The assets are 


measured initially at fair value in accordance with the principles of International Accounting Standard (IAS) 


17. Subsequently, the assets are measured at fair value, which is kept up to date in accordance with the 


Trust’s approach for each relevant class of asset in accordance with the principles of IAS 16.


PFI liability


A PFI liability is recognised at the same time as the PFI assets are recognised. It is measured initially at the 


same amount as the fair value of the PFI assets and is subsequently measured as a finance lease liability in 


accordance with IAS 17. 


An annual finance cost is calculated by applying the implicit interest rate in the lease to the opening lease 


liability for the period, and is charged to ‘Finance Costs’ within the Statement of Comprehensive Income. 


The element of the annual unitary payment that is allocated as a finance lease rental is applied to meet the 


annual finance cost and to repay the lease liability over the contract term. 


An element of the annual unitary payment increase due to cumulative indexation is allocated to the finance 


lease. In accordance with IAS 17, this amount is not included in the minimum lease payments, but is instead 


treated as contingent rent and is expensed as incurred. In substance, this amount is a finance cost in 


respect of the liability and the expense is presented as a contingent finance cost in the Statement of 


Comprehensive Income.


Lifecycle replacement


Components of the asset replaced by the operator during the contract (‘lifecycle replacement’) are 


capitalised where they meet the Trust’s criteria for capital expenditure. They are capitalised at the time they 


are provided by the operator and are measured initially at their fair value.


The element of the annual unitary payment allocated to lifecycle replacement is pre-determined for each 


year of the contract from the operator’s planned programme of lifecycle replacement. Where the lifecycle 


component is provided earlier or later than expected, a short-term finance lease liability or prepayment is 


recognised respectively. 


Where the fair value of the lifecycle component is less than the amount determined in the contract, the 


difference is recognised as an expense when the replacement is provided. If the fair value is greater than 


the amount determined in the contract, the difference is treated as a ‘free’ asset and a deferred income 


balance is recognised. The deferred income is released to the operating income over the shorter of the 


remaining contract period or the useful economic life of the replacement component.


Assets contributed by the Trust to the operator for use in the scheme


Assets contributed for use in the scheme continue to be recognised as items of property, plant and 


equipment in the Trust’s Statement of Financial Position.


Other assets contributed by the Trust to the operator


Assets contributed (e.g. cash payments, surplus property) by the trust to the operator before the asset is 


brought into use, which are intended to defray the operator’s capital costs, are recognised initially as 


prepayments during the construction phase of the contract. Subsequently, when the asset is made available 


to the Trust, the prepayment is treated as an initial payment towards the finance lease liability and is set 


against the carrying value of the liability.
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1.17 Inventories


Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value . This is considered to be a reasonable 


approximation to fair value due to the high turnover of stocks.  


1.18 Cash and cash equivalents


Cash is cash in hand and deposits with any financial institution repayable without penalty on notice of not 


more than 24 hours.  Cash equivalents are investments that mature in 3 months or less from the date of 


acquisition and that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash with insignificant risk of change in 


value.  


In the Statement of Cash Flows, cash and cash equivalents are shown net of bank overdrafts that are 


repayable on demand and that form an integral part of the Trust’s cash management.


1.19 Provisions


Provisions are recognised when the Trust has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of a past 


event, it is probable that the Trust will be required to settle the obligation, and a reliable estimate can be 


made of the amount of the obligation.  The amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the 


expenditure required to settle the obligation at the end of the reporting period, taking into account the risks 


and uncertainties.  Where a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to settle the obligation, its 


carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows using HM Treasury’s discount rate of 2.2% in real 


terms.


When some or all of the economic benefits required to settle a provision are expected to be recovered from 


a third party, the receivable is recognised as an asset if it is virtually certain that reimbursements will be 


received and the amount of the receivable can be measured reliably.


Present obligations arising under onerous contracts are recognised and measured as a provision.  An 


onerous contract is considered to exist where the Trust has a contract under which the unavoidable costs of 


meeting the obligations under the contract exceed the economic benefits expected to be received under it.


A restructuring provision is recognised when the Trust has developed a detailed formal plan for the 


restructuring and has raised a valid expectation in those affected that it will carry out the restructuring by 


starting to implement the plan or announcing its main features to those affected by it.  The measurement of 


a restructuring provision includes only the direct expenditures arsing from the restructuring, which are those 


amounts that are both necessarily entailed by the restructuring and not associated with ongoing activities of 


the entity.


1.20 Clinical negligence costs


The NHS Litigation Authority (NHSLA) operates a risk pooling scheme under which the Trust pays an 


annual contribution to the NHSLA which in return settles all clinical negligence claims.  The contribution is 


charged to expenditure.  Although the NHSLA is administratively responsible for all clinical negligence cases 


the legal liability remains with the Trust.  The total value of clinical negligence provisions carried by the 


NHSLA on behalf of the Trust is disclosed at note 35. 


1.21 Non-clinical risk pooling


The Trust participates in the Property Expenses Scheme and the Liabilities to Third Parties Scheme.  Both 


are risk pooling schemes under which the Trust pays an annual contribution to the NHS Litigation Authority 


and, in return, receives assistance with the costs of claims arising.  The annual membership contributions, 


and any excesses payable in respect of particular claims are charged to operating expenses as and when 


they become due.


1.22 EU Emissions Trading Scheme


EU Emission Trading Scheme allowances are accounted for as government grant funded intangible assets 


if they are not expected to be realised within twelve months, and otherwise as other current assets.  They 


are valued at open market value. As the NHS body makes emissions, a provision is recognised with an 


offsetting transfer from the government grant reserve.  The provision is settled on surrender of the 


allowances. The asset, provision and government grant reserve are valued at fair value at the end of the 


reporting period.


1.23 Contingencies


A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arises from past events and whose existence will be 


confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly 


within the control of the trust, or a present obligation that is not recognised because it is not probable that a 


payment will be required to settle the obligation or the amount of the obligation cannot be measured 


sufficiently reliably.  A contingent liability is disclosed unless the possibility of a payment is remote. 
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A contingent asset is a possible asset that arises from past events and whose existence will be confirmed 


by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of 


the Trust.  A contingent asset is disclosed where an inflow of economic benefits is probable.  


Where the time value of money is material, contingencies are disclosed at their present value.


1.24 Financial assets 


Financial assets are recognised when the Trust becomes party to the financial instrument contract or, in the 


case of trade receivables, when the goods or services have been delivered.  Financial assets are 


derecognised when the contractual rights have expired or the asset has been transferred.


Financial assets are initially recognised at fair value.  


Financial assets are classified into the following categories: financial assets at fair value through profit and 


loss; held to maturity investments; available for sale financial assets, and loans and receivables.  The 


classification depends on the nature and purpose of the financial assets and is determined at the time of 


initial recognition.


Financial assets at fair value through profit and loss


Embedded derivatives that have different risks and characteristics to their host contracts, and contracts with 


embedded derivatives whose separate value cannot be ascertained, are treated as financial assets at fair 


value through profit and loss.  They are held at fair value, with any resultant gain or loss recognised in 


calculating the trust’s surplus or deficit for the year.  The net gain or loss incorporates any interest earned 


on the financial asset. 


Held to maturity investments


Held to maturity investments are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments and 


fixed maturity, and there is a positive intention and ability to hold to maturity.  After initial recognition, they 


are held at amortised cost using the effective interest method, less any impairment.  Interest is recognised 


using the effective interest method.


Available for sale financial assets


Available for sale financial assets are non-derivative financial assets that are designated as available for 


sale or that do not fall within any of the other three financial asset classifications.  They are measured at fair 


value with changes in value taken to the revaluation reserve, with the exception of impairment losses.  


Accumulated gains or losses are recycled to surplus/deficit on de-recognition. 


Loans and receivables


Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments which are 


not quoted in an active market.  After initial recognition, they are measured at amortised cost using the 


effective interest method, less any impairment.  Interest is recognised using the effective interest method.
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1.25 Financial liabilities  


Financial liabilities are recognised on the statement of financial position when the Trust becomes party to 


the contractual provisions of the financial instrument or, in the case of trade payables, when the goods or 


services have been received.  Financial liabilities are de-recognised when the liability has been discharged, 


that is, the liability has been paid or has expired.


Loans from the Department of Health are recognised at historical cost.  Otherwise, financial liabilities are 


initially recognised at fair value.


Financial guarantee contract liabilities


Financial guarantee contract liabilities are subsequently measured at the higher of:


●The premium received (or imputed) for entering into the guarantee less cumulative amortisation.


The amount of the obligation under the contract, as determined in accordance with IAS 37 Provisions, 


Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets ; and


Financial liabilities at fair value through profit and loss


Embedded derivatives that have different risks and characteristics to their host contracts, and contracts with 


embedded derivatives whose separate value cannot be ascertained, are treated as financial liabilities at fair 


value through profit and loss.  They are held at fair value, with any resultant gain or loss recognised in the 


Trust’s surplus/deficit.  The net gain or loss incorporates any interest payable on the financial liability. 


Other financial liabilities


After initial recognition, all other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective 


interest method, except for loans from Department of Health, which are carried at historic cost.  The 


effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments through the life of 


the asset, to the net carrying amount of the financial liability.  Interest is recognised using the effective 


interest method.


1.26 Value Added Tax


Most of the activities of the Trust are outside the scope of VAT and, in general, output tax does not apply 


and input tax on purchases is not recoverable.  Irrecoverable VAT is charged to the relevant expenditure 


category or included in the capitalised purchase cost of fixed assets.  Where output tax is charged or input 


VAT is recoverable, the amounts are stated net of VAT.


1.27 Foreign currencies


The Trust's functional currency and presentational currency is sterling.  Transactions denominated in a 


foreign currency are translated into sterling at the exchange rate ruling on the dates of the transactions.  At 


the end of the reporting period, monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are retranslated at the 


spot exchange rate on 31 March.  Resulting exchange gains and losses for either of these are recognised in 


the Trust’s surplus/deficit in the period in which they arise.


1.28 Third party assets


Assets belonging to third parties (such as money held on behalf of patients) are not recognised in the 


accounts since the Trust has no beneficial interest in them.  Details of third party assets are given in Note 


41 to the accounts.
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1.29 Public Dividend Capital (PDC) and PDC dividend


Public dividend capital represents taxpayers’ equity in the NHS Trust.  At any time the Secretary of State 


can issue new PDC to, and require repayments of PDC from, the Trust.  PDC is recorded at the value 


received.  As PDC is issued under legislation rather than under contract, it is not treated as an equity 


financial instrument.


An annual charge, reflecting the cost of capital utilised by the Trust, is payable to the Department of Health 


as public dividend capital dividend.  The charge is calculated at the real rate set by HM Treasury (currently 


3.5%) on the average carrying amount of all assets less liabilities, except for donated assets and cash 


balances with the Government Banking Service.  The average carrying amount of assets is calculated as a 


simple average of opening and closing relevant net assets.  Prior to 2009/10 the PDC dividend was 


determined using forecast average relevant net assets and a note to the accounts discloses the rate that 


the dividend represents as a percentage of the actual average carrying amount of assets less liabilities in 


the year. From 1 April 2009, the dividend payable is based on the actual average relevant net assets for the 


year instead of forecast amounts.


1.30 Losses and Special Payments


Losses and special payments are items that Parliament would not have contemplated when it agreed funds 


for the health service or passed legislation.  By their nature they are items that ideally should not arise.  


They are therefore subject to special control procedures compared with the generality of payments.  They 


are divided into different categories, which govern the way that individual cases are handled.


Losses and special payments are charged to the relevant functional headings in expenditure on an accruals 


basis, including losses which would have been made good through insurance cover had NHS Trusts not 


been bearing their own risks (with insurance premiums then being included as normal revenue 


expenditure). However, the note on losses and special payments is compiled directly from the losses and 


compensations register which reports amounts on an accruals basis with the exception of provisions for 


future losses.


1.31 Subsidiaries
Material entities over which the Trust has the power to exercise control so as to obtain economic or other 


benefits are classified as subsidiaries and are consolidated. The Trust does not have any subsidiaries.


1.32 Associates


Material entities over which the Trust has the power to exercise significant influence so as to obtain 


economic or other benefits are classified as associates and are recognised in the Trust’s accounts using the 


equity method. The Trust does not have any associates.


1.33 Joint ventures


Material entities over which the Trust has joint control with one or more other parties so as to obtain 


economic or other benefits are classified as joint ventures. The Trust has not entered into any joint venture 


arrangements.


1.34 Joint operations


Joint operations are activities undertaken by the Trust in conjunction with one or more other parties but 


which are not performed through a separate entity. The Trust records its share of the income and 


expenditure; gains and losses; assets and liabilities; and cashflows.
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1.35 Accounting standards that have been issued but have not yet been adopted


The following standards and interpretations have been adopted by the European Union but are not required 


to be followed until 2010/11.  None of them are expected to impact upon the Trust financial statements.

1.36 Accounting standards issued that have been adopted early


The amendment to IFRS 8 Operating segments that was included in the April 2009 Improvements to IFRS 


has been adopted early.  As a result, total assets are not reported by operating segment.


1.37  Research and Development


Research and development expenditure is charged against income in the year in which it is incurred, except 


insofar as development expenditure relates to a clearly defined project and the benefits of it can reasonably 


be regarded as assured.  Expenditure so deferred is limited to the value of future benefits expected and is 


amortised through the Operating Cost Statement on a systematic basis over the period expected to benefit 


from the project. It should be revalued on the basis of current cost. The amortisation is calculated on the 


same basis as depreciation, on a quarterly basis.


2. Pooled Budget 


The Trust has no formal pooled budget arrangement under S75 of the NHS Act 2006. However, from 1st April 


2007, the responsibility for commissioning some Learning Disabilities Services was undertaken by the Local 


Authorities.


3.


The figures contained in the Trust's Annual Accounts relating to the financial year 2009/10 relate mostly to 


the provision of healthcare and, therefore, there is no requirement for Segmental Reporting.


The total income (included in the Trust's financial position) for each of the Trust's Business Units is detailed 


below:


The Trust is the host organisation for East Midlands Internal Audit Services. This is the only element (not 


large enough to be a segment) that does not relate directly to the provision of healthcare.

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11. Pension costs


Past and present employees are covered by the provisions of the NHS Pensions Scheme.  Details of the benefits 


payable under these provisions can be found on the NHS Pensions website at www.nhsbsa.nhs.uk/pensions


The scheme is an unfunded, defined benefit scheme that covers NHS employers, General Practices and other bodies, 


allowed under the direction of the Secretary of State, in England and Wales. The scheme is not designed to be run in a 


way that would enable NHS bodies to identify their share of the underlying scheme assets and liabilities. Therefore, the 


scheme is accounted for as if it were a defined contribution scheme: the cost to the NHS Body of participating in the 


scheme is taken as equal to the contributions payable to the scheme for the accounting period.


The scheme is subject to a full actuarial valuation every four years (until 2004, every five years) and an accounting 


valuation every year.  An outline of these follows:


a) Full actuarial (funding) valuation


The purpose of this valuation is to assess the level of liability in respect of the benefits due under the scheme (taking into 


account its recent demographic experience), and to recommend the contribution rates to be paid by employers and 


scheme members.  The last such valuation, which determined current contribution rates was undertaken as at 31 March 


2004 and covered the period from 1 April 1999 to that date. The conclusion from the 2004 valuation was that the scheme 


had accumulated a notional deficit of £3.3 billion against the notional assets as at 31 March 2004.  


In order to defray the costs of benefits, employers pay contributions at 14% of pensionable pay and most employees had 


up to April 2008 paid 6%, with manual staff paying 5%.


Following the full actuarial review by the Government Actuary undertaken as at 31 March 2004, and after consideration 


of changes to the NHS Pension Scheme taking effect from 1 April 2008, his Valuation report recommended that 


employer contributions could continue at the existing rate of 14% of pensionable pay, from 1 April 2008, following the 


introduction of employee contributions on a tiered scale from 5% up to 8.5% of their pensionable pay depending on total 


earnings.  On advice from the scheme actuary, scheme contributions may be varied from time to time to reflect changes 


in the scheme's liabilities.


b) Accounting valuation


A valuation of the scheme liability is carried out annually by the scheme actuary as at the end of the reporting period by 


updating the results of the full actuarial valuation.


Between the full actuarial valuations at a two-year midpoint, a full and detailed member data-set is provided to the 


scheme actuary. At this point the assumptions regarding the composition of the scheme membership are updated to 


allow the scheme liability to be valued.


The valuation of the scheme liability as at 31 March 2010, is based on detailed membership data as at 31 March 2008 


(the latest midpoint) updated to 31 March 2010 with summary global member and accounting data.


The latest assessment of the liabilities of the scheme is contained in the scheme actuary report, which forms part of the 


annual NHS Pension Scheme (England and Wales) Resource Account, published annually.  These accounts can be 


viewed on the NHS Pensions website.  Copies can also be obtained from The Stationery Office.


c) Scheme provisions


In 2008/09 the NHS Pension Scheme provided defined benefits, which are summarised below.  This list is an illustrative 


guide only, and is not intended to detail all the benefits provided by the Scheme or the specific conditions that must be 


met before these benefits can be obtained:


Annual Pensions


The Scheme is a "final salary" scheme. Annual pensions are normally based on 1/80th for the 1995 section and of the 


best of the last three years pensionable pay for each year of service, and 1/60th for the 2008 section of reckonable pay 


per year of membership. Members who are practitioners as defined by the Scheme Regulations have their annual 


pensions based upon total pensionable earnings over the relevant pensionable service. 


With effect from 1 April 2008 members can choose to give up some of their annual pension for an additional tax free 


lump sum, up to a maximum amount permitted under HMRC rules. This new provision is known as "pension 


commutation".

Pensions Indexation


Annual increases are applied to pension payments at rates defined by the Pensions (Increase) Act 1971, and are based 


on changes in retail prices in the twelve months ending 30 September in the previous calendar year.


Lump Sum Allowance


A lump sum is payable on retirement which is normally three times the annual pension payment.


Ill-Health Retirement


Early payment of a pension, with enhancement in certain circumstances, is available to members of the Scheme who are 


permanently incapable of fulfilling their duties or regular employment effectively through illness or infirmity.


Death Benefits


A death gratuity of twice their final year's pensionable pay for death in service, and five times their annual pension for 


death after retirement is payable.


Additional Voluntary Contributions (AVC's)


Members can purchase additional service in the NHS Scheme and contribute to money purchase AVC's run by the 


Scheme's approved providers or by other Free Standing Additional Voluntary Contributions (FSAVC) providers.


Transfer between Funds


Scheme members have the option to transfer their pension between the NHS Pension Scheme and another scheme 


when they move into or out of NHS employment.


Preserved Benefits


Where a scheme member ceases NHS employment with more than two years service they can preserve their accrued 


NHS pension for payment when they reach retirement age.


Compensation for Early Retirement


Where a member of the Scheme is made redundant they may be entitled to early receipt of their pension plus 


enhancement, at the employer's cost.

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37.3  Financial risk management


Financial reporting standard IFRS 7 requires disclosure of the role that financial instruments have had during 


the period in creating or changing the risks a body faces in undertaking its activities.  Because of the 


continuing service provider relationship that the NHS Trust has with primary care Trusts and the way those 


primary care Trusts are financed, the NHS Trust is not exposed to the degree of financial risk faced by 


business entities.  Also financial instruments play a much more limited role in creating or changing risk than 


would be typical of listed companies, to which the financial reporting standards mainly apply.  The NHS Trust 


has limited powers to borrow or invest surplus funds and financial assets and liabilities are generated by day-


to-day operational activities rather than being held to change the risks facing the NHS Trust in undertaking 


its activities.


The Trust’s treasury management operations are carried out by the finance department, within parameters 


defined formally within the Trust’s standing financial instructions and policies agreed by the Board of 


Directors.  Trust treasury activity is subject to review by the Trust’s internal auditors.


Currency risk


The Trust is principally a domestic organisation with the great majority of transactions, assets and liabilities 


being in the UK and sterling based.  The Trust has no overseas operations.  The Trust therefore has low 


exposure to currency rate fluctuations.


Interest rate risk


The Trust borrows from government for capital expenditure, subject to affordability as confirmed by the 


strategic health authority.  The borrowings are for 1 – 25 years, in line with the life of the associated assets, 


and interest is charged at the National Loans Fund rate, fixed for the life of the loan.  The Trust therefore 


has low exposure to interest rate fluctuations


Credit risk


Because the majority of the Trust’s income comes from contracts with other public sector bodies, the Trust 


has low exposure to credit risk.  The maximum exposures as at 31 March 2010 are in receivables from 


customers, as disclosed in the Trade and other receivables note.


Liquidity risk


The Trust’s operating costs are incurred under contracts with primary care Trusts, which are financed from 


resources voted annually by Parliament .  The Trust funds its capital expenditure from funds obtained within 


its prudential borrowing limit.  The Trust is not, therefore, exposed to significant liquidity risks.
